The Court would in-
quire into your financial circumstances and if
the Court finds you to be financially unable to
hire a lawyer, then a lawyer will be appointed to
represent you. If you want a lawyer appointed
to represent you, you must let the Court or the
officer of this Court handling this case know
that you want a lawyer immediately.
