event, but still  a natural 
phenomenon, the Aug. 21 
Total Solar Eclipse brought 
a breathtaking experience 
to Union and neighboring 
counties.

Thousands of people 
flocked to the area to view the 
rare eclipse, as Union County 
was lucky enough to have one 
of the longest viewing times 
within the Path of Totality at 
nearly two minutes.

Meanwhile, almost from 
the moment 2017 arrived, 
the Blairsville-Union County 
community bade farewell 
to longstanding community 
icons.

Army Maj. Leon Davenport, 
90, died following a period 
of declining health. Maj. 
D a v e n p o r t ,  t h e  f o r m e r 
longt ime CEO at  Union 
General Hospital, was the 
most decorated war veteran in 
Union County history. He also 
is the namesake of the Veterans 
Building off Georgia Highway 
515 in Blairsville.

Maj. Davenport was 
interred in Arlington National 
Cemetery, Arlington, Virginia, 
later in the year. 

Dr. George D. Gowder 
Jr., 86, died peacefully at his 
home on Wednesday, Jan. 11, 
after an extended illness. 

Affectionately called 

“Dr. George” by all who knew 
him, he and Blairsville-Union 
County were synonymous. 

From the moment he 
arrived in 1959, after U.S. 
Sen. Richard Russell (D-GA) 
secured an early release for 
him from the U.S. Air Force to 
allow him to practice medicine 
in the underserved area of 
Union County, Dr. George fell 
in love with his new home.

Brenda Abercrombie 
dedicated more than 22 years 
of her life to public service in 
Union County, earning a solid 
reputation along the way as a 
calming voice in the center of 
any emergency. 

Abercrombie worked as 
a night shift dispatcher at Union 
County E-911 Communications 
Center, and her colleagues 
thought of her as the mother of 
dispatch services.

Her untimely death 
on March 14 took many by 
surprise, as she had been 
recovering nicely from a 
November 2016 double lung 
transplant surgery.

Councilwoman Martha Cone, 
78, passed away at Erlanger 
Medical Center in Chattanooga, 
Tennessee, on Monday, May 1, 
following a brief illness. 

Her memorial service 
took place inside the sanctuary 
of her home church, First United 
Methodist of Union County, 
where she directed the church’s 
Child Enrichment Center for 
more than 20 years. 

Cone’s  s is ter  Mary 
Ruth Cook and Jonathan Love 
both qualified for the vacant 
Blairsville City Council post 
once held by Martha Cone. 
Cook won the seat in the 
November Special Election.

The  Union  County 
community was in mourning 

in mid-November following 
the loss of Ruth Ann Miner of 
the Suches community. The 
79-year-old retired chairperson 

of the Union County Elections 
Board passed away on Saturday, 
Nov. 18, following a brief 
illness.

The Community Class-
room Committee of the 
Daughters of the American 
Revolution was established by 
the National Society in 2016 
to enhance daughters’ service 
to America. Through Com-
munity work Blairsville’s Old

Members of Old Unicoi Trail 
come primarily from Union, 
Towns, and Fannin counties 
in GA and Clay and Cherokee 
counties in North Carolina.
