Blairsville man 
for ‘peeping Tom’

A Union County man 
faced indictment on Jan. 10 for 
15 counts of peeping Tom and 
15 counts invasion of privacy, 
per court documents.

Tommy Williams, 26, 
of Blairsville, was arrested 
on Oct. 3, 2017, for spying on 
one of his coworkers as they 
used the bathroom, according 
to the Union County Sheriff’s 
Office.

The coworker reported 
Williams’ activity shortly after 
it occurred in September 2017, 
and the coworker’s testimony 
was supported by corroborating 
witness statements.

U p o n  f u r t h e r 
investigation, the sheriff ’s 

office developed probable 
cause to arrest Williams, “and

He achieved the rank 
of Technical Sergeant while 
on active duty and remained 
a Reservist until his eventual 
retirement as a First Sergeant 
of his Reserve Unit.

It’s not too late for your flu shot January Term 2018 Union County 
Grand Jury Indictments

Everyone has heard by 
now that the influenza virus 
is widespread and particularly 
nasty this flu season, but just 
how bad is it?

“The Centers for Disease 
Control has said that this is 
a severe flu season in both 
the spread of the influenza 
virus and the severity of the 
illness,” according to Dave 
Palmer, public information 
officer and risk communicator 
for District 2 Public Health. 
“For the first time in over 
a decade, all 49 mainland 
states experienced widespread 
activity of influenza at the 
same time.”

Cont inued  Pa lmer : 
“Influenza activity in Georgia 
has been widespread and the 
severity has been rated high 
by the Georgia Department of 
Public Health. What we are 

seeing in our area is the same 
across the state of Georgia.”

Flu seasons typically 
run between October and 
May every year, with peaks 
usually occurring in January 
and February, though the virus 
can strike at any time during 
the year, according to Palmer.

And the  f lu  is  not 
something to be taken lightly 
– each year, as many as 36,000 

people die from influenza-
related illnesses in the U.S., 
per the CDC.

Of course, the best way 
to prevent the illness is to get 
the shot, and no, it’s not too 
late.

“If a person has not had 
the flu shot, they should get 
it now,” said Palmer. “There 
is still vaccine available at
