Jordan Peterson, a Canadian psychologist, became popular 
with his book “12 Rules for Life” (2018). Tom Holland is a Brit-
ish expert in classical and medieval history. His book “Domin-
ion” (2019) traces the Christian roots of Western Civilization. 
These modern thinkers are talking about Christianity.

Peterson is attracted to Bible stories. His latest book 
is “We Who Wrestle with God” 
(2024), a look at the psychology of 
narratives in the Hebrew Scriptures. 
He is a student of Jungian psychol-
ogy, which treats religious beliefs as 
helpful whether they are true or not. 
That likely influenced his comment, 
“Biblical stories make the insistence 
that the fundamental story is one of unity and also one of volun-
tary sacrifice.”

Unity and sacrifice are helpful psychology topics, but the 
fundamental Biblical story is about God. The grand narrative arc 
of the Bible is creation, fall, redemption, and restoration. As to 
personal faith Peterson offers, “I’m not an atheist anymore… 
I’ve taken the idea of God seriously for a very long time. I try 
to act as though God exists, and that’s essentially my definition 
of belief.”

Tom Holland’s book “Dominion” has a provocative subti-
tle: “How the Christian Revolution Remade the World.” He links 
marriage, science, and human dignity to the Biblical worldview. 
“We are all goldfish and the water in which we are swimming 
is Christian,” he said. “We may not believe that the Lord Jesus 
Christ rose on the third day but think of Christianity as a way of 
seeing the world.” Regarding faith Holland said, “I’ve been re-
calibrating exactly where it is that I morally, ethically, culturally 
come from and essentially where the whole of Western society 
comes from… I began to realize that actually, in almost every 
way, I am Christian.”

When Peterson redefines belief and Holland says “al-
most,” one gets the sense something is missing. They talk about 
Christianity without addressing its undergirding truth claims. 
Holland specifically sidesteps Jesus’ resurrection, the indispens-
able miracle for Christians. “If Christ has not been raised,” Paul 
writes, “your faith is worthless” (1 Cor. 15:17). Intellectuals talk-

The Union County Recycle Center located at the Transfer 
Station on South Farm Road is a huge asset to our commu-
nity, providing a safe and efficient way to collect and process 
recyclables. The center’s state-of-the-art operations represent 
modern recycling efficiency. It is a true model for other com-
munities who have visited the facility to learn how the model 
might be replicated. 

The Union County Trans-
fer Station has been bailing some 
cardboard and other materials for 
a while. However, a new and more 
efficient bailer was purchased last 
year – allowing the unit to run 4 
tons of material at the time. This 
bailer will be able to bundle plastics numbers 1-7, cardboard, 
paper, aluminum cans, and steel cans. The baled materials can 
be loaded onto trucks and transported in larger quantities, re-
ducing the number of trips needed to deliver them to recycling 
facilities. 

Additionally, bailing helps to prevent contamination and 
to ensure that the materials are in good condition when they 
reach the recycling facilities - increasing the likelihood that 
they will be successfully recycled into new products. 

Just to give you an idea of what the materials sell for: 
Cardboard bails can sell for amounts between $90 - $200; plas-
tics #1 can sell for amounts between 5¢ and 25¢ per lb.; and 
aluminum can sell for amounts between 15¢ and 35¢ per lb. 
If you will remember, one of my big goals is to bring in more 
money to the general fund so that we can keep County property 
taxes down as low as possible. This bailer will help us to do that 
by making Union County more money when selling materials 
to be processed. 

The commercial side of the transfer station is open Mon-
day through Friday, 7 AM – 4 PM and Saturday, 7 AM – 12 
noon. The other functions are also open Monday through Fri-
day, 7 AM – 4 PM; and Saturday, 7 AM – 12 noon. 

The centers are closed on Sundays and certain observed 
holidays. For specific questions about the Transfer Station or 
Recycle Centers, please contact Matt White at transferstation@
uniongov.com.

Last week I talked about the different ma-
terials that can be used to construct a raised bed. 
This week I want to talk about what we put in the 
raised beds. There are many different options out 
there, some are better than others are, and some 
are cheaper than others are. So let’s talk through 
some options for 
soil in your raised 
garden bed.

Before fill-
ing up your raised 
garden bed figure 
out how many cubic 
feet of soil you will 
need. This is a simple calculation of multiplying 
length by width by height. Let’s use the dimen-
sions 8 feet X 4 feet X 10 inches. In this case, we 
would multiply 8x4x0.833 because 10 inches is 
0.833 feet. The answer is 26.66 cubic feet. If we 
wanted to convert cubic feet to a cubic yard, we 
would divide our cubic feet by 27. This means 
that we have close to one cubic yard of volume.

Now that we have the math out of the way 
and know how much material we need let’s talk 
about what materials can be used. Obviously, 
you can use top soil to fill the raised bed. If you 
have extra top soil nearby this might make sense 
for you. Otherwise, I don’t think that it’s a great 
option. Top soil is not regulated in terms of what 
is in it. So you might have many chunks of bark 
that haven’t started decomposing. If you don’t 
know the source of top soil, it will also contain 
weed seeds that will grow and compete with 
your plants.

Another option would be to go to the store 
and buy bags of soil that are made for raised 
beds. This would give you quality soil in the 
beds. The flip side is that you’re going to spend 
a lot of money doing it. You could easily spend 
$$$ for soil using the dimensions I talked about 
earlier. If the money is not a problem, this is a 
quick and easy solution.

Compost is a great way to fill your raised 
beds. However, beds shouldn’t be 100% com-
post, they need some soil in their too. Compost 
that has completely composted will provide 
many nutrients to the soil. If you have your own 
compost you can use that, or you can buy com-
post in bulk. Some companies will deliver or if 
you have a pickup truck, you can use that. You 
can also buy compost in bags. A product like 
Black Kow is an example. Buying bags will be 
more expensive. One drawback to using compost 
is that the pH will most likely be high. This can 
lead to some nutrient shortages. Another thing to 
keep in mind with compost is that it will con-
tinue to decompose. This means that the amount 
you have will decrease and more will need to be 
added periodically. 

The lasagna method is a popular way to

My Third-Grade Teacher, Mrs. Foote, was 
the nicest lady you would ever want to meet. But, 
at the age of 35, in my mind she was ancient. My 
perspective has now changed. In my opinion, 65 
is not old and 70 is not sounding so bad. I have 
the same opinion in regard to tractors. I have 
known a lot of trac-
tors in my time, and 
over the years some 
of them, because of 
my sentimentality, 
developed names. 

Miss Floss 
was an elderly lady 
known by my grandfather when he was a boy. 
She could be cantankerous and stubborn; how-
ever, she had a heart of gold. But, the one thing 
she was known for was being bossy. This lady 
was Papa’s Sunday School Teacher for 10 years. 
After each Sunday School lesson Papa said she 
would bark out orders to her class in an effort 
to get the front of the small church house orga-
nized and ready for preaching. Her bossy behav-
ior was accepted by the young people. But, the 
men of the church took offense when she started 
on them and so they began poking fun at her by 
calling her Bossy Flossie.

One particular Sunday Papa told me that 
Floss showed herself at church.

The rest of the Severe Weather Preparedness Week dedicates 
time to practicing response to specific emergency events and go-
ing through the procedures to deal with each potential disaster. We 
urge Union County residents to take this time now to prepare when 
there’s not any severe weather events.  Residents can be better pre-
pared if the necessary steps are taken ahead of time. These steps 
and safety measures can be implemented at home and at work to 
ensure that people are ready when severe weather strikes.

Each day will focus on a different severe weather threat 
faced by Georgians. All of the following days focus on a different 
threat and how to prepare: Monday, Feb. 3 – Family Preparedness/

fill raised beds. You alternate 
layers of brown and green ma-
terial. Brown material is dry 
leaves, shredded newspaper, 
peat, and pine needles. Green 
materials are vegetable scraps, 
garden trimmings, and grass 
clippings. The green materials 
contain nitrogen and the brown 
materials contain carbon. Make 
the brown layers twice as thick 
as the green layers and it will 
compost down into a good ma-
terial into which you can plant. 

If you have beds that are 
very deep another option is the
