State Champion: Paxon Legatt shines in Macon

Macon - Union County 
sophomore Paxon Legatt joined 
his brother Payton in a very 
exclusive club during the wee 
hours of Saturday, Feb. 15 when 
Paxon took home the second 
State title in the program’s 
history.

“I’ve wanted this for a 
while, ever since I was a little 
kid,” Paxon said. “But once 
it finally happened, I couldn’t 
believe it.”

On the heels of Payton’s 
157-lb State championship in 
2024, Paxon, who finished the 
year at 41-1, delivered Union 
County its second-straight 157-
lb title with a first-period pinfall 
win over Columbus’ Gabriel Ja-
cobus in the Class AA finals at 
a little past 1 a.m. on Saturday.

Paxon admits that com-
ing in second last year, while 
watching his brother win state, 
provided extra motivation.

“Yeah, it kinda did [mo-
tivate me],” he said. “I came 
so close last year and I wanted 
it really bad and that made me 
work a little bit harder.”

Paxon  punched his ticket 
to the finals with a 94-second 
pin over Holy Innocents’ Finn 
Ferrero. During the quarter-
finals, he pinned Coahulla 
Creek’s Shawn Bailey in 67 
seconds.

He opened the tourna-
ment with a 59-second pin vs. 
Dalton Storm of Pike County.

Looking ahead to next 
year, Paxon has no plans of 
resting on his laurels, realizing 

that as a defending State champ, 
he’s going to get everyone’s 
best shot.

“I’m going to practice all 
summer and try to get better,” 
he said. “I hope to compete 
in some national tournaments 
during the offseason. But with 
a target on my back, I know I’ll 
have to work harder.”

“I have to thank my 
brother, he’s my practice part-
ner and he makes me better ev-
eryday. All my teammates and 
coaches, they push me to get 
better. I also have to thank God 
for allowing me to wrestle.”

As for Payton Legatt, 
the senior fell 1-point short of 
repeating as State champion,  
dropping a gut-wrenching 1-0 
decision to Ringgold’s Jaxon 
Delgado in the 165-lb finale.

Like his brother, Payton 
also pinned his way to the 
finals, knocking off Lakeview-
Fort Oglethorpe’s Tamorris 
Johnson in the semis with a 
third-period victory, Franklin 
County’s Hunter Nichols via a 
first-period win and Holy Inno-
cents’ Cal Jenkins with another 
first-round stoppage.

At 113 lbs, sophomore 

Eli Flowers came out on the 
wrong end of a 12-9 decision 
vs. Cook’s Ja’Shad Wallace, a 
match that saw business pick 
up over the final two minutes 
as both competitors entered the 
third period tied at 4-4.

Flowers held an 8-5 edge 
with under a minute left, but 
Wallace’s 1-point escape, fol-
lowed by a 3-point takedown 
had the Union sophomore in 
a 9-8 deficit. Flowers’ escape 
with 19 seconds left tied things 
up, but six seconds later, Wal-
lace scored a 3-point takedown 
to propel him to a State title.

At 190 lbs, senior Asa 
Smith-Foot finished fifth, scor-
ing a 16-4 major decision vs. 
Sakai Bennett (Butler) in the 
fifth-place match. In earlier ac-
tion, he opened with a second-
period pin over Kaleo Willcox-
son (Morgan County), followed 
by a 14-8 loss to Coahulla 
Creek’s Jackson Lowery.

In the consols, he record-
ed a 15-9 technical fall against 
Holy Innocents’ Phillip Griffin 
and a disqualification victory 
vs. Miller Grove’s Demond 
Hutchins but suffered a pinfall 
loss to Jonas Watkins (Lakev-

iew Ft. Oglethorpe).
Aiden Hyatt came in fifth 

at 126 lbs with a second-period 
pin vs. Adam Mozingo (Ring-
gold) during the fifth-place bout 
after pinning Mozingo to begin 
the tourney.

Mason Smith (East Jack-
son HS) dropped Hyatt to the 
consols with a 15-0 technical 
fall, but Hyatt rebounded by 
picking up a 16-6 major deci-
sion over Braydon Powell 
(Rockmart) and a 10-0 major 
decision against Jonathan Vi-
cente (North Murray).

He fell into the fifth-place 
match via a pinfall loss to Ce-
dric Montgomery (Columbus).

Thomas Gary (132 lbs), 
Ayden Lee (215 lbs) and Jack-
son Arthur (285) also competed 
at State but were eliminated 
following an 0-2 start.

In girls’ action, Kristyn 
Kraft (140 lbs) and Jada Taylor 
both lost their first bout but 
answered with wins in their 
second matches. However, both 
took losses in the next match.

Kraft dropped a 13-4 
major decision to Valrie Medina 
(Lowndes HS) but bounced 
back with a 16-0 technical fall 
over Christian Holt (Westside-
Macon). Her tournament ended 
in a 6-2 loss to Amiya Edwards 
(Jackson County).

Taylor was on the wrong 
end of a pin to Kinley Wallace 
(Cross Creek) in the opener 
before answering with a 3-0 
decision over Patricia Phillips 
(Newton). Efa Oju (Woodward 
Academy) notched a first-
period pin over Taylor in the 
consolation bracket’s second 
round.

Panthers second at region tournament, host State on Tuesday

Eton - Seventh-ranked 
Union County (22-5) hosts 27-
seed Pierce County (8-14) on 
Wednesday after the Panthers 
earned the sixth overall seed in 
the upcoming Class AA State 
Tournament by finishing sec-
ond to North Cobb Christian 
during last week’s 7-AA region 
tourney.

A Panthers win over 
Pierce would result in a Sweet 
16 matchup this weekend vs. 
11-seed Westside-Macon or No. 
22 North Murray in Blairsville.

Last week, Union County 
avenged January’s region loss 
at Lakeview-Fort Oglethorpe 
(LFO) in the 7-AA semis but 
couldn’t get over the hump vs. 
North Cobb Christian during 
the Panthers’ fourth-straight trip 
to a region title game.

No. 7 Panthers 77, LFO 
61 - Union County jumped 
ahead 20-9 after a quarter and 
was never threatened in an easy 
win over the Warriors during 
last Friday’s region semifinal 
contest at North Murray High 
School.

“We knew going in we’d 
either get North Murray or LFO 
and I got a good sense pretty 
quick that most of the guys 
wanted LFO,” Union County 
head coach Corey Garrett said. 
“I was excited when I saw they 
wanted another shot at LFO. 
And you could see it in the way 
we played with extra energy. 
They were hungry for that win.”

Houston Henry led the 
way with 23 points, 10 assists, 
five boards and five assists and 
the Panthers hit 11 for 24 (46%) 
from 3-point range. Hayden 
Hughes hit 6 of 11 from down-
town to finish with 23 points, 
four steals and three rebounds.

Leading 20-9 after one, 
the Panthers allowed consecu-
tive LFO buckets to begin the 
second, but that’s as close as 
they would get as Union an-
swered with an 11-0 run to open 
up a 31-13 lead.

LFO used two more bas-
kets to cut the halftime gap to 
31-17, but the third quarter was 
all Union County, outscoring 
the Warriors 29-19 to mount a 
60-36 lead entering the fourth.

Kaden Combs finished 
with 14 points, four rebounds, 
four steals and three assists. 
Maddox Young went for 9 
points, six boards, two assists 
and two steals. Vince Marevka 

scored 8 points and pulled 
down eight rebounds.

The Panthers forced 23 
turnovers (16 steals) while only 
committing nine.

No. 7 Panthers 58, 
No. 3 North Cobb Christian 
76 - The Union County men 
couldn’t end their 44-year re-
gion title drought, surrendering 
an 8-0 run to start the second 
half, dropping the Panthers 
into a 54-37 hole they couldn’t 
climb out of.

“We decided to go with 
a 2-3 [zone] and I still think 
it was the right decision, but 
[North Cobb] came out and hit 
some 3s. We knew we were 

gambling, but we hoped we 
could catch them on an off 
night, but they hit their shots 
so that gamble didn’t work out 
in our favor.”

Henry scored 23 points 
and Young had 18, but they 
didn’t get much help as the rest 
of the squad combined for just 
17 points.

“We didn’t play our 
best game and that’s what we 
needed to have a shot,” Garrett 
said. “We didn’t get Hayden 
enough touches, and for us to 
be successful, he’s got to be 
getting shots.”

North Cobb opened up 
some breathing room in the first 

frame, turning its 10-9 lead into 
18-13 at the quarter’s end. But 
the Panthers climbed to within 
a point at 22-21 before North 
Cobb turned it up a notch and 
stretched its lead to double dig-
its before the Panthers clawed 
to within 46-37 at the break.

After the Eagles’ 8-0 run 
to begin the second half opened 
up a 17-point cushion, Union 
fought back to within 63-53, 
but a North Cobb 3-pointer late 
in the third extended the gap to 
66-53 to begin the fourth.

The Panthers were held 
to a season-low 5 points in 
the fourth quarter and North 
Cobb Christian cruised to the

region title.
Hughes finished with 10 

points, Marevka had 4 points 
and Combs added three.

Up next: Union County 
hosts Pierce County at 6:30 
p.m. Tuesday in the first round 
of State.

“[Pierce] isn’t very big 
but they are athletic for sure and 
apply a lot of man-pressure de-
fensively,” Garrett said. “They 
are probably the most athletic 
team we’ve seen. But one thing 
that helps us, I don’t think they 
see zone [defenses] a lot and 
our 1-3-1, or even our 2-3, 
could give them problems.”

Eton - The No. 9 Union 
County Lady Panthers (18-11) 
are hosting the first round of 
the Class AA State Tournament 
following a third-place finish 
at last week’s 7-AA Region 
Tournament.

Despite placing third in 
the 7-AA tournament, without 
the services of sophomore 
point guard Regan Trlica over 
the final three games, the Lady 
Panthers’ No. 16 spot in the 
power rankings was enough to 
earn the final host seed, result-
ing in a fourth meeting with 
region foe Coahulla Creek on 
Tuesday at 5 p.m.

Union County earned a 
spot in the region semis and 
likely a home playoff game by 
blowing out Coahulla Creek 
57-26 in Thursday’s region 
quarterfinals.

The Lady Panthers 
opened the region tourney with 
a 58-38 win over North Cobb 
Christian on Tuesday, Feb. 
11. After cruising past North 
Cobb Christian and Coahulla 
Creek, Union County couldn’t 
keep pace with sixth-ranked 
Sonoraville, suffering a 52-30 
loss on Friday.

Union County bounced 
back by avenging an earlier 
loss to Lakeview-Fort Ogletho-
rpe (LFO), taking down the 
Warriors 48-36 in Saturday 
afternoon’s consolation game 
at North Murray High School.

No. 9 Lady Panthers 
58, North Cobb Christian 
38 - Union County pulled away 
from a 21-19 halftime lead, 
outscoring the Eagles 20-10 in 
the third and 17-9 in the fourth.

Hope Taylor poured in 16 
points, nine rebounds and two 
blocks on 8 of 13 from the floor. 
Sloane Dyer had 14 points, two 
rebounds, two assists and two 
steals.

“I was so proud of our 
girls,” Coach Nelson said.

said.  “And when your offense 
starts to lag a little bit, it just 
becomes hard to keep up with 
a team like that.”

However, the Lady Pan-
thers’ defense managed to keep 
it close into the third quarter, 
trailing 7-3 after one and 19-
13 at the break.
