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a 1/4 mile away. Upon reach-
ing the creek bank they heaved 
their load of bride groom into 
the cold waters of the creek.

to them. What a group of 
friends? Papa said, “After 
we went home that morning 
I felt guilty because I thought 
my friend would come down 
with pneumonia. But, he 
didn’t and after a month or 
so we all laughed about the 
Shivaree at Hutcheson place”. 
Papa and Russell remained 
friends for the next 70 years. 
They laughed together, cried 
together and endured many 
tough times in their lives.

This Shivaree was just 
one of the many memories they 
made during their long and 
happy lives.

In addition to pesticides, 
a powerful means of control-
ling these insects is releasing 
their natural predators. Several 
species of predatory beetles 
which specialize on HWA have 
been imported and evaluated 
for their ability to control these 
populations.  

Luckily, the results of 
these beetle trials are promising 
and provide additional hope for 
our hemlocks.

What exactly is fenta-
nyl? According to the National 
Institute on Drug Abuse, fen-
tanyl is a powerful synthetic 
opioid analgesic that is like 
morphine – but is 50 to 100 
times more potent. It is a 
schedule II prescription drug, 
and it is typically used to treat 
patients with severe pain or to 
manage pain after surgery. It 
is also sometimes used to treat 
patients with chronic pain who 
are physically tolerant to other 
opioids. In its prescription 
form, fentanyl is known by 
such names as Actiq®, Durag-
esic® and Sublimaze®.

Like heroin, morphine 
and other opioid drugs, fen-
tanyl works by binding to the 
body’s opioid receptors, which 
are found in areas of the brain 
that control pain and emo-
tions.

When opioid drugs bind 
to these receptors, they can 
drive up dopamine levels in 
the brain’s reward areas, pro-
ducing a state of euphoria and 
relaxation. But fentanyl’s ef-
fects resemble those of heroin 
and include drowsiness, nau-
sea, confusion, constipation, 
sedation, addiction, respira-
tory depression and arrest, un-
consciousness, and even coma 
and death.

When prescribed by a 
physician, fentanyl is often ad-
ministered via injection, trans-

dermal patch or in lozenges. 
However, the fentanyl and fen-
tanyl analogs associated with 
recent overdoses are produced 
in covert laboratories.

This non-pharmaceuti-
cal fentanyl is sold in the fol-
lowing forms: as a powder; 
spiked on blotter paper; mixed 
with or substituted for heroin; 
or as tablets that mimic other, 
less potent opioids. Fentanyl 
sold on the street can be mixed 
with heroin or cocaine, which 
markedly amplifies its potency 
and potential dangers.

Users of this form of 
fentanyl can swallow, snort 
or inject it, or they can put 
blotter paper in their mouths 
so that the synthetic opioid is 
absorbed through the mucous 
membrane. Street names for 
fentanyl or for fentanyl-laced 
heroin include Apache, China 
Girl, China White, Dance Fe-
ver, Friend, Goodfella, Jack-
pot, Murder 8, TNT, and Tango 
and Cash.

Misuse of fentanyl can 
lead to death because opioid 
receptors are also found in the 
areas of the brain that control 
breathing rate. High doses 
of opioids, especially potent 
opioids such as fentanyl, can 
cause breathing to stop com-
pletely. The high potency of 
fentanyl greatly increases risk 
of overdose, especially if a per-
son who uses drugs is unaware 
that a powder or pill contains 
fentanyl.

can take 6-12 months to fully 
protect. If you have previously 
treated a hemlock, after about 
5-7 years, you may start to 
see HWA on the lower, older 
branches. This means that the 
treatment is running out and 
needs to be reapplied. To elimi-
nate populations of HWA that 
may have established during 
the lapse in treatment, a tree 
and shrub pesticide spray con-
taining imidacloprid may be ap-
plied to the infected branches.

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A-3 A third possible op-
tion is to bring in several roll-
off containers and somehow 
utilize them to handle the gar-
bage for the short run.

Q. I found some anti-
freeze and wonder how I can 
dispose of it?

A. A few years ago, the 
auto parts stores would accept 
used antifreeze, but this lady 
had already called them. They 
said they no longer accept used 
antifreeze. So, I contacted Les-
lie George who handles all our 
litter and recycling solutions.  
She suggested a solution simi-
lar for the disposal of old mo-
tor oil. Purchase some cat litter 
and pour some of it in a couple 
of milk jugs or other plastic 
container and then mix the 
anti-freeze with the cat litter. It 
will cause the liquid to solidify 
somewhat and then it is safe to 
simply place the plastic jug in 
your normal garbage to dispose 
of it.

They can provide a referral list 
of health care providers in your 
area that offer abortion ser-
vices. When a woman goes to 
their local health department, 
if they cannot afford to pay for 
their health services, the Title X 
Family Planning Program is le-
gally designed to prioritize the 
needs of low-income families 
or uninsured people (includ-
ing those who are not eligible 
for Medicaid) who might not 
otherwise have access to these 
health care services. 

These services are pro-
vided to low-income and un-
insured individuals at reduced 
or no cost. Its overall purpose 
is to promote positive birth 
outcomes and healthy families 
by allowing individuals to de-
cide the number and spacing of 
their children. The other health 
services provided in Title X-
funded clinics are integral in 
achieving this objective.
