The Union County Fire
Department consists of 16 paid
employees and 80 volunteers.

With the assistance of
C.E.R.T. members, residents in
need will get help faster in the
event of a disaster.

“Volunteers can come
and take the training, then we
provide the equipment, and
they’re part of the team,” said
Chief Dyer. “They can go out
into the community and help
get us through a natural disaster
when our resources are spread
out.”

Participants that undergo
C.ER.T. training will learn the
basics to help themselves and
then their neighbors.

The areas of training
consist of disaster preparedness,
fire safety, disaster medical
operations, light search and
rescue, command, disaster
psychology, and how
terrorism affects C.E.R.T., per
UnionCountyGA.gov.

“The training on various
aspects of fire and rescue
situations makes you more
aware of your surroundings and
what would need to be done
in the event of an emergency,”
said graduate Rhonda Cole.
“Everyone in the community
should get involved, it’s an
experience that you would never
imagine.”
