“I spent a lot of my young 
life going to fairs and being a 
part of the Garden Club, so 
I became really appreciative 
of everything they have to do 
with our environment and how 
beautiful they make our town 
and country and this beautiful 
place we live in.”

For his part, Mayor Jim 
Conley thanked the group for 
the work its members have 
done over the years in making 
Blairsville beautiful.

“It’s good to see the

“Our Garden Club makes 
up money from our sales that we 
have, and we donate money to 
help carry on the education over 
at the Experiment Station.”

Saturday afternoon, Litton 
highlighted the many incredible 
accomplishments and awards of 
the longstanding organization, 
showcasing a table of records 
and other historical documents 
for attendees to peruse following 
the program.

Annette Hopgood of 
the Old Unicoi Trail Chapter 
Daughters of the American 
Revolution also presented a 
certificate of award that day in 
honor of the club’s 80th year.
