demonstrating to people how 
they can produce their own lo-
cally grown food, flowers, or 
fruits.  We think this is a worth-
while use of your hard earned 
tax money as it circles back 
into the community thru the 
RC&D from the Gold Dome, 
even though a lot of it was fil-
tered out before it came back 
but we’ll take what we can get.   

The Counties are putting 
these tunnel houses at Senior 
Centers, local colleges, elemen-
tary, middle, and High schools 
and with other groups that will 
use the houses to teach people 
how to provide for themselves.  
Forsyth County and Cumming 
Rotary Clubs have purchased 6 
high tunnels and placed them at 
middle and elementary schools 
and they have become very 
popular with teachers and stu-
dents alike.  

These tunnels are easily 
installed in a couple of days 
and our goal is to include the 
people using it to be involved 
in the construction process.  
The tunnels are delivered as a 
complete kit to the site with an 
experienced crew to install the 
structure. These projects will 
provide citizens who don’t have 
a garden spot a controlled envi-
ronment where they can have a 
garden and grow fresh food for 
their families or to sell. 

With each Seasonal High 
Tunnel House, Chest/Chatt 
RC&D also provides training 
to demonstrate how to operate 
them. The training is by experts 
on tunnel houses so the citizens 
who use the structure can max-
imize their yields with minimal 
cost and produce vegetables 
with the most nutrition for their 
families.  

The goal of this project 
is to show people where food 
comes from, how it is grown, 
and to encourage citizens to 
get back to the basics and 
grow some of their food for a 

healthier lifestyle. These Tun-
nel houses have been approved 
by the USDA NRCS for the 
EQUIP program in Georgia 
and Alabama, so the design 
and quality meets the standards 
set by the USDA NRCS. The 
Seasonal High Tunnels also re-
quire an irrigation system since 
it is covered from rain and most 
growers use drip tape to effec-
tively keep the plants moist and 
watered.  

I have 2 of the 30’ x 75’ 
metal houses where we grow 
vegetables and cut flowers in 
the controlled environment.  
We collect rain water from 
gutters on our house and barn 
and pipe it into an underground 
storage tank where it is then 
pumped up to a holding tank 
and fed into the drip tape by 
gravity. This natural watering 
process works very well, and 
the operating costs are practi-
cally zero.   

There are 2 of our high 
tunnels in Union County, one 
at the Union Agricultural cen-
ter and one at Woody Gap 
School, and one at the Towns 
County Senior Center in Hia-
wassee. For more information 
on Seasonal High Tunnels or 
the Chest/Chatt project, con-
tact Frank Riley, Executive 
Director, and Chestatee/Chat-
tahoochee RC&D council at 
info.ccrcd@gmail.com.

 No. It means those that 
are to the extreme and present a 
public safety issue, will require 
maintenance.

Q. What is the penalty 
for not cleaning up a prop-
erty?

A. There are fines and 
even jail time if the violation 
is severe enough. The county is 
not looking to cause anyone a 
problem nor to issue any fines 
unless absolutely necessary.  
If a person or family can not 
physically or financially clean 
up their property, we are will-
ing to assist those who can not 
help themselves. There are also 
local groups and churches we 
have utilized that offer assis-
tance if asked.

Q. I want to clean my 
home up, but we have just 
gotten so far behind, it is de-
pressing to us and we really 
do not know where or how to 
start.  What can we do?

A. Again, the county 
will work with you and find 
other support and assistance 
if needed. It is easy to get be-
hind and hoard different items. 
Many times hoarding problems  
are hidden within the home and 
we can not deal with that with-
out a request for help. But help 
is here if you will just ask. Call 

my office at 706-439-6000 for 
assistance.

Q. How soon will we see 
property cleanup improve-
ment in the county?

A. Some are already in 
progress, and others will take 
a while. We have a pretty long 
list right now, so we are deal-
ing with them in an orderly 
fashion.

Q. What if the homes 
are not cleaned up to what I 
think they should be?

A. No offense, but we 
are not going to be using the 
public’s guidelines. We will be 
using the county guidelines 
and it may be below the stan-
dards certain people, especially 
a neighbor would want, but we 
are going to be fair. Again, we 
are not trying to take over the 
property rights of others, we just 
do not want them to feel that 
they can negatively impact an 
entire county or neighborhood 
without any consequences.

Q. How do we get rid of 
old appliances or lawn mow-
ers?

A. The county transfer 
station off Deep South Farm 
Road will accept appliances 
and most other metal free. Old 
TVs will be accepted on April 
7, 2018 at the Electronic Recy-
cling Event at North Georgia 
Technical College on Highway 
515.
