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Baseball: Eight runs not enough VS Rabun° reglon play opens this week

The Panthers dropped
their second game in-a-row last
Wednesday evening with a 13-8
loss to Rabun County that saw
Union County surrender 16 hits
and 12 earned runs.

The offense kept the
Panthers in the game until the
Wildcats struck for four in the
sixth and two in the seventh.
The six-run outburst came af-
ter Union stormed back for an
8-7 advantage after trailing by
scores of 4-0 and 7-6.

After leading the team in
batting average through the first
five games, junior centerfielder
Candler Colwell was moved
to the 3-hole in the lineup and
continued to deliver for Coach
Robby Roxbury’s Panthers.

Colwell went 2-for-5
with 3 RBISs, 2 runs, and a pair
of stolen bases. Meanwhile,
Crawford Colwell finished with
Union’s only three-hit game
during a 3-for-4 performance
at the plate.

Five different pitchers
took the mound for the Panthers
but none were able to find a
groove.

Following a six-run third
and a two-run fourth that gave
Union an 8-7 lead, senior Josh
Nachtrieb was responsible for
Rabun County’s only scoreless
inning — a two strikeout fifth
that was aided by catcher Daw-
son Groves when he gunned
down a base runner at second
on a failed steal attempt.

able to build on its one-run lead
in the bottom half of the fifth
when a Slade Thompson base
hit and a Patrick Baggett walk
went to waste after consecutive
strikeouts ended the inning and
the scoring threat.

The Wildcats regained
the lead with a four-run sixth
that Union was unable to re-
cover from.

Four singles in five at
bats off Nachtrieb to open the
inning put Rabun on top 9-8.
An RBI groundout and an RBI
triple made it an 11-8 game be-
fore Nachtrieb escaped further
damage with an inning-ending

The Panthers loaded the
bases in the sixth but once
again, back-to-back strikeouts
doomed the home team.

RJ Banton was hit by
a pitch, Crawford Colwell
singled to the opposite field,
and Del Ruff reached on an er-
ror before the next two batters
struck out swinging.

Rabun tacked on two
more runs — one earned - in the
seventh off of Jackson Colwell,
thanks to a double and an er-
ror. Cayden Rich entered with
two down and got the final out
with a swing-and-miss at strike

three.

The Panthers would go
down 1-2-3 in the bottom half
of the seventh to drop to 4-2
on the year.

A two-run, two-out sin-
gle off the starter Banton gave
the Wildcats a quick 2-0 lead
after a half inning of play. In
the bottom half of the inning, a
leadoff single by Baggett would
go to waste.

Another two-out base hit
opened up a 3-0 advantage for
Rabun in the second before a
leadoff double, a passed ball,
and a ground out to shortstop
made it a 4-0 game entering the

bottom of the third inning.

The Panthers answered
with six runs in the third thanks
to a combination of small-ball
and timely hitting.

Cole Davis led off the
inning by going the other way
with a base hit to left. Slade
Thompson reached on a bunt
single to third and Baggett
loaded the bases by beating out
aroller to first.

Logan Dyer put Union on
the board with a single up-the-
middle and Candler Colwell
made it a 4-3 game with a line
drive base hit to right field.

Groves tied the game

when he scored Dyer with a
squeeze bunt and Candler Col-
well put Union on top when he
stole third, resulting in an errant
throw into left field.

Ean Harkins drew a walk
and Crawford Colwell singled
before a strikeout brought
Davis to the plate with two
down. For the second time in
the inning, Davis singled to
left — bringing home courtesy
runner Pierson Allison for a 6-4
Panther lead.

Two singles, a double, an
intentional walk, and a sacrifice
fly in the top of the fourth al-
lowed Rabun to retake the lead
at 7-6 and chase Banton from
the game — bringing Harkins to
the mound, who recorded two
fly outs and a groundout to keep
Union within a run.

With one down in the
fourth, a base hit by Dyer was
followed by a passed ball that
allowed Candler Colwell to
bring him home with a single
back up the middle. A stolen
base and a groundout put Can-
dler Colwell on third when
Banton put Union back on top
with an infield single.

Nachtrieb took the hill
with Union clinging to an 8-7
lead and faced the minimum in
a scoreless fifth.

The Panthers open Re-
gion 7-AAA play this week with
athree-game series vs Lumpkin
County that was scheduled to
open in Blairsville on Monday
before getting postponed.

Game two will be
Wednesday in Dahlonega before
the rubber match on Friday back
in Blairsville. All three games
begin at 5:55 p.m.
