left in the surrounding areas, 
and a portion of them are nearly 
inhabitable, so it’s important for 
the organization to help build 
safe and secure environments 

for families to live in. 
“There is a huge need for 

decent houses,” said Thomas. 
“Children who are brought up 
in an owned home compared 
to a rental home are less likely 
to get involved with drugs and 
crime.”

The organization also 
has another program known 
as Helping Hands, which aims 
to help people who own their 
homes but have issues related 
to mobility.

For their most recent 
project, Habitat volunteers 
helped a disabled veteran install 
a wheelchair ramp into his 
yard. 

Problems the organization 
faces include the funding of 
the projects, and their average 

volunteers are retirement age 
and have a little more trouble 
with the construction process, 
so Habitat relies on contractors 
for most projects.

Some cost of the projects 
can be covered by grant money, 
but that money cannot always 
cover the total for the required 
work.

The organization asks for 
the assistance of the community 
to help the deserving families 
build a better life.
