then set on fire for the children 
to put out.

T h i s  e d u c a t i o n a l 
experience made it fun for kids 
to learn an important skill that 

may just save their lives one 
day or help them to remember 
the proper procedures when a 
fire breaks out. 

The purpose of the event 

was to bring the community 
together with local  f i rs t 
responders while celebrating 
the importance of safety.

“The biggest priority for 
today is to get the community 
and families to come and see the 
firefighters and learn about the 
equipment,” said Union County 

Fire Chief David Dyer. 
This event also served 

as an opportunity for members 
of the community to learn 
more about what the job of 
a firefighter is, and how it 
works.

Firefighters opened up 
their trucks and pulled out the 
individual compartments in 
their trucks, showing everyone 
how densely packed all their 
equipment is.

E a c h  i n d i v i d u a l 
compartment had a different 
set of tools that the volunteers 
displayed and briefly talked 
about with the children that 
were closely observing the 
ways the different areas of the 
trucks opened.

This served as a great 
demonstration for children 
who hope to become future 
volunteers, and also highlighted 
to them the importance and 
risk that every firefighter may 
have to face in the case of a 
severe fire.

A t t e n d e e s  h a d  t h e 
opportunity to ask the volunteers 
any questions related to fire 
safety and their jobs, and to 
learn about what happens when 
firefighters are on call.

Those who came hungry 
got the most out of the event, 
as Station 2 made hotdogs and 
hamburgers for everyone who 
attended.

One of the functions of 
an Open House is to serve as 
a fundraiser, and raffle tickets 
were provided to those who 
donated, and there were plenty 
of rewards to be won at the end 
of the event.

It is important for the 
community to come out and 
support their local firefighters 
and show appreciation for the 
many encounters that they have 
to endure with their volunteer 
jobs. 

Although the event had 
elements of fun, the information 

and demonstrations in which 
children were able to participate 
and interact with will hopefully 
stay with them as they grow 
older.

Similar events are held at 
stations 2, 3, 4 and 5 every year, 
and they all strive to be events 
that welcome all families to 
learn about everything the 
stations do for the county.

The station hosts this 
event every year, and its 
volunteer members encourage 
everyone to come out for the 
next annual Open House to 
enjoy a fun-filled community 
time in learning more about the 
importance and proper methods 
that coincide with fire safety.
