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Community cookout fills bellies, restores souls at Meeks

The National Day of 
Prayer was instituted in 1952 by 
a joint resolution in the United 
States Congress and signed 
into law by President Harry 
S. Truman. In 1988, President 
Ronald Reagan designated 
the first Thursday in May 
of each year as the official 
observance.

On May 5, the first 
Thursday in May of 2022, First 
Baptist Church of Blairsville 
hosted a regional Day of Prayer 
program at 5 p.m. that was open 
to all people, not just in Union 
County, but all the surrounding 
counties as well.

As a  concession to 
COVID concerns, the ceremony 
was both live-streamed and 
broadcast over the radio.

Following a welcome 
and invocation by First Baptist 
Associate Pastor Derrick 
Hartley, Dr. Al Haywood of 
Pathway Christian Counseling 
sang a moving rendition of The 
Lord’s Prayer, accompanied by 
First Baptist Minister of Music 
Ed Lawrie.

For people who have 
never heard The Lord’s Prayer 
put to music before, it was truly 
beautiful.

Pastor Dave Wesche of All 
Saints Lutheran Church offered 
up a prayer of thanksgiving to 
begin the program, and a silent 
prayer for the nation.

In years past, the various 
prayers for the nation were 
all led by pastors. This year, 
Enotah Judicial Circuit District 
Attorney Jeff Langley led 
the prayer for the nation’s 
governments.

Union County Sole 

Commissioner Lamar Paris, 
Blairsville Mayor Jim Conley, 
Union County Sheriff Mack 
Mason, Union County Fire 
Chief and EMA Director David 
Dyer, and Blairsville Police 
Officer C.J. Townsend stood 
by as Langley delivered the 
prayer.

Referring to the Book of 
Exodus, Langley said that God 
instructed Moses to choose 
“men who fear God, men of 
truth, those who hate dishonest 
gain” to be leaders.

“The New Testament 
told us to pray for those in 
authority over us, that we might 
lead a tranquil and quiet life 
in Godliness and dignity,” 
Langley said. “That’s what we 
need of our government. That’s 
what we ask of our leaders.

“They are ministers of 
God, given the sword so that 
those who do evil will fear, and 

that we may have an orderly 
and just society. And that’s 
what we’re praying for,” he 
said, then began his prayer.

Though all the prayers 
were heartfelt, Dr. Haywood’s 
prayer for the families of the 
nation stood out.

“The things that go on in 
families nowadays would really 
shock you,” Haywood said 
before beginning his prayer. 
“There is so much brokenness. 
There’s so much heartache. 
There’s so much disfunction.

“I heard one time that, 
‘As the father, goes the family. 
As the family, goes the church. 
And as the church, goes our 
nation.’ So, guys, as the fathers, 
that puts us at the forefront. 
That puts us at an area of 
responsibility.

“Now, the scripture also 
says that He will turn the hearts

E i g h t  c o n t r a c t o r s 
attended the Union County 
Gun Range pre-construction 

meeting held in a conference 
room of the new Union County 
Sports Center on May 5.

The  f i r s t  round  o f 
proposals from the fall of 2021 
resulted in only a single bid, 
which was significantly higher 

than projected costs due largely 
to inflation and supply chain 
disruptions.

Cost estimates have 
since been recalculated and 
the county has also received

Clayton Reeves said it 
was four years ago that the Lord 
asked him to hold a community 
barbecue.

He put the event off until 
this year, deciding that if the 
pavilion at Meeks Park was 
open on Mother’s Day weekend, 
Full Throttle Ministries would 
be there to serve food and the 
Gospel.

Sure enough, despite the 
rain, there were about 500 or so 
people who showed up on May 
7 for the get-together in the 
lower area of the park, which 
ended up meaning so much 
more than a free pork dinner.

Shortly after 4 p.m., 

Reeves took to the gazebo to 
introduce Brandon Matheson, 
lead pastor of Catalyst Church 
in Hayesville, North Carolina. 
Matheson was to bless the 
food, but before doing so, he 
wanted to deliver God’s Word 
to anyone needing to hear it.

Reeves had gently asked 
the audience to listen closely, but 
it didn’t seem that the reminder 
was necessary. All eyes were on 
Matheson, and some especially 
moved souls shouted their 
praises, encouraging him as he 
ministered.

“I wonder, who was I 
sent here today to tell (the 
Gospel)?” Matheson asked. 
“I wonder if there’s a mama 
here, that you have never had 
a time in your life where you 

This week is the second 
of three full weeks of advanced 
in-person voting for  the 
General Primary Election and 
Nonpartisan General Election, 
taking place in the Jury 
Assembly Room of the Union 
County Courthouse weekdays 
through Friday, May 20.

About 1,070 voters cast 
ballots through the first week 

of early voting, including a 
slow day of weekend voting 
Saturday, May 7. With just 
under 20,000 active registered 
voters, a little more than 5% of 
the Union County electorate 
voted during the first week of 
early voting.

In addition to in-person 
ballot casting, by the end of last 
week, 72 people had returned 
absentee-by-mail ballots of 
260 requested. The last day to 
request an absentee-by-mail 
ballot is Friday, May 13, with 

all applications needing to be in 
the Registrar’s Office by close 
of business day.

People  too busy to 
cast in-person ballots during 
the three weeks of weekday 
early voting still have one 
more chance to participate 
in weekend early voting this 
Saturday, May 14. All early 
voting hours are from 9 a.m. to 
5 p.m. in the courthouse, even 
during lunchtime.

Election Day voting 
for both the General Primary 

and the Nonpartisan General 
Elect ion wil l  take place 
Tuesday, May 24, from 7 a.m. 
to 7 p.m. at the 11 pre-assigned 
precincts of Union County.

Appearing alongside 
candidates on the May 24 ballot 
will be the Education Special 
Purpose Local Option Sales 
Tax continuation referendum.

Union County voters will 
be asked to support or reject 
the continuation of ESPLOST, 
a countywide 1-cent sales and 
use tax levied on purchases of 

local goods in support of the 
Union County School System.

For  more  than  two 
decades, Union Countians 
have supported ESPLOST 
for use by local schools to 
build new facilities, renovate 
existing facilities, upgrade 
HVAC systems, add to aging 
bus fleets, update technology 
and more.

Should voters approve 
the measure once more, the 
local sales tax will remain at

approval for increased federal 
funding, so a new Request 
for Proposal was released on 
April 20 and the pre-proposal 
meeting was set.

T h e  R e q u e s t  f o r 
Proposal, including project 
specifications and drawings, 
can  be  found  a t  h t tp : / /
www.unioncountyga.gov/
government/commissioners-
office/purchasing/.

Union County SPLOST 
Manager Kevin Hamby led the 
May 5 meeting with assistance 
from Alan Wieczynski of 
Breedlove Land Planning, 
Inc., the engineering firm that 
designed the proposed Gun 
Range.

County Manager Larry 
Garrett and County Purchasing 
Director Pam Hawkins were 
there to answer questions and 
support Hamby and Wieczynsk, 
and the meeting began with 
Hamby outlining the mechanics 
of the RFP.

“Generally speaking, 
this will not be a low-bid job,” 
Hamby said. “This will be a cost 
proposal, and the award will be 
to the best, most responsive 
bidder.”

Wieczynski gave a brief 
overview of the Gun Range 
project, stating that it will 
involve a 7.12-acre disturbance 
of U.S. Forest Service land, and 

he described the scope of the 
project and mentioned things 
not to include in the contractor 
bids.

Hamby added,  with 
emphasis, that timber cut at the 
site is owned by the Department 
of Natural Resources and will 
have to be appraised and paid 
for before it can be removed. He 
also said that extra care must be 
taken when constructing the 
access road, as it crosses a trout 
stream buffer.

F o u r  c o m m e r c i a l 
c o n s t r u c t i o n  g e n e r a l 
contractors were represented 
at the meeting: Carroll Daniel 
Construction of Atlanta; 
Charles Black Construction 
Company of  Cleve land; 
Milestone Construction of 
Athens and Augusta; and Astra 

Construction of Saudi Arabia.
C a r r o l l  D a n i e l , 

Charles Black and Milestone 
Construction are all based in 
Georgia. Short for Arab Supply 
and Trading Company, Astra 
is “100% Arab owned and 
managed,” according to the 
company website.

F o u r  s p e c i a l t y 
construction contractors also 
attended the meeting.

SERD Construct ion 
of Fayetteville specializes in 
commercial roof decks and 
engineered fill. SERD stands 
for Southeast Roof Decks.

Colwell Construction 
Company of Blairsville and 
Colditz Trucking of Blairsville 
specialize in grading and paving, 
while Ricky Rich Backhoe 
and Grading of Blairsville 
specializes in grading and 
concrete work.

The deadline for proposal 

submissions is May 24 at 4 
p.m. All questions concerning 
the RFP must be submitted in 
writing by May 12.

Concerning the timeframe 
for awarding the contract, 
Hamby said the award would 
be announced in the June 16 
meeting of Sole Commissioner 
Lamar Paris and that the Notice 
to Proceed would be issued a 
couple of weeks after that.

“This is an extremely 
worthwhile project in my 
opinion,” Union County Sheriff 
Mack Mason said, “because of 
the shape that this country has 
gotten into.

“It’s gotten very dangerous 
in a lot of places. We see it every 
day. People, hopefully, will be 
able to take young kids up there, 
teach them to shoot. People will 
be able to target shoot, to learn 
skills with a firearm, how to 
protect themselves.”

its current 7% rate.
All voters will need to 

have an acceptable form of 
identification to cast ballots, 
such as a government-issued 
driver’s license or identification 
card.

Voters looking to mail 
their ballots may pick up the 
two-sided “Application for 
Georgia Official Absentee 
Bal lo t”  f rom the  Union 
County Registrar’s Office 
located at 65 Courthouse 
Street in Blairsville or print 
one by accessing the “My 
Voter Page” at https://mvp.
sos.ga.gov/.

The “My Voter Page” 
w e b s i t e  c o n t a i n s  o t h e r 
valuable information, such as 
registration status, precinct 
information, downloadable 

sample ballots featuring all 
candidates up for election and 
political party questions, mailed 
absentee ballot status and voter 
participation history.

“Absentee ballots may be 
requested any time between 78 
and 11 calendar days prior to 
Election Day,” per georgia.gov. 
Absentee ballot applications 
can be returned by mail, fax, 
email as an attachment, or in-
person to the Registrar’s Office, 
again, no later than Friday, 
May 13.

People who have voted 
absentee-by-mail in the past 
will need to submit a new 
application this election cycle 
if they want to receive an 
absentee ballot in the mail.

Voters are encouraged 
to request and return their 

absentee ballots early to give 
their ballot “enough time to 
travel through the mail and 
resolve any issues that may 
arise when voting by absentee 
ballot,” per georgia.gov.

Folks wanting to utilize 
the official drop box to turn 
in their absentee ballots can 
find it in the Jury Assembly 
Room during early voting 
hours. Voters may also drop 
completed absentee ballots 
off at the Registrar’s Office 
through 7 p.m. on Election 
Day.

A p r i l  2 5  w a s  t h e 
voter registration deadline 
to participate in the May 24 
elections.

T h e  2 0 2 2  G e n e r a l 
Election will be held on Nov. 
8 and will feature the election 
of political party candidates 
who clear the primary round of 
voting this month.

accepted Christ as your savior 
and believed in His name.

“I wonder if there’s a 
daddy here, you got little kids 
running around that’s going to 
eat barbecue in a second, but 
you have never had a time in 
your life where you bowed 
the knee of your heart and 
said, ‘Jesus, I don’t know you. 
I’ve never been born again 
and I want it, and I call out to 
You.’”

Matheson transitioned to 
telling the story of Adam and 
Eve, saying he felt led to tell the 
well-known story that evening. 
In his recounting, he focused on 
how the world’s first people felt 
and behaved after committing 
the world’s first sin.

“Sin robs of us our 
innocence,” Matheson said. 
“It lets us know right from 
wrong . . . But you know what 
else it does? You know how 
you know when you’re dead 
spiritually? You know you’re 
naked and you try to cover it 
somehow.”

This led into the most 
important part of the event. As 
Matheson held a prayer before 
blessing the food, he gave folks 
the opportunity to accept Jesus 
into their hearts.

“Can I tell you something? 
God doesn’t hate you. Can I tell 
you something else? There ain’t 
nothing you’ve ever done in 
your life that’s too big or too 
bad to make God stop loving 
you,” Matheson said. “How 
many have done bad in your 
life?”

Just about all hands went 
up, and as Matheson continued 
to guide them in prayer, he 
asked for those who did not 
know Jesus to raise their hands 
again. This time, with heads 
bowed and eyes closed for 
anonymity, there was no way 
for the impromptu flock to 
bring judgment upon itself.

As it turned out, there 
were five such hands raised, 
though none  but  Pas tor 
Matheson knew their faces, 
and with the power of prayer, 
he led their troubled souls to 
Jesus, whether they were being 
introduced to Him for the first 
time that day or returning after 
straying away.

Afterward, upon the 
blessing of the meal, the newly 
saved blended seamlessly into 
the crowd, allowing themselves 
to be surrounded by love.

At that point, everyone’s 
focus shifted to the dinner table 
toward the front of the pavilion. 

One tray held fresh-grilled, 
tender pork beside a massive 
stack of hamburger buns.

Folks were able to take 
second helpings, with Reeves 
having prepared 315 pounds 
of pork butt and 30 pounds of 
a whole hog. Alongside the 
carnivorous goodies were slaw 
and dozens of different kinds 
of chips.

Of particular popularity 
was Reeves’ baked beans 
featuring pineapple chunks. 
More than a few participants 
were  seen  ga ther ing  up 
spoonfuls to take back home 
with them, and Sarah Clay 
was shocked to find that the 
combination turned out well.

“I’d never think to add 
pineapple to baked beans, but 
you know what? It’s good,” 
noted Clay after her meal. 
She and her husband knew 
Reeves from his last-minute 
help at their wedding after their 
caterer’s sudden passing, and 
the couple drove two hours to 
come see him again.

But to Clay, the best part 
about Full Throttle’s event was 
its importance to the soul.

“I just got to be around 
a lot of people I care about – 
some new people I also care 
about – and it’s just a testament 
of what I feel like God is doing 
in my own life,” Clay said. 
“And I’m seeing Him move 
in other peoples’ lives at this 
event.”

J o e y  G r e e n ,  w h o 
performed bluegrass and gospel 
music until grabbing his own 
plate, was there with friends, 
family, and even the spotted, 
humorously bovinesque service 
poodle, Glory Hallelujah.

Green  s t ayed  busy 
for most of the event and 
beyond, shaking hands and 
helping pack up instruments. 
His parents, Joyce and Dean 
Green, voiced that they were 
incredibly proud of him for the 
long journey he had endured 
in life, to include years of past 
substance abuse.

“We would go for months 
at a time not knowing where he 
was, and you didn’t know if he 
was dead or alive,” recalled 
Joyce, with Dean adding that 
their son had struggled for 
three decades with a hard drug 
addiction.

“ H e ’s  g o t  a  g o o d 
personality (that) people like,” 
Joyce said of her son, mentioning 
how that personality had shone 
through to touch other people 
while he was in rehab.

“Joey was homeless 
and rededicated his life to 
the Lord, gave his life to the 
Lord, and now he travels all 
over the country doing this,” 
Reeves said about Joey and 
his music. “He’s great, man. 
He’s great.”

Altogether, the barbecue 
was  a  smoky,  smashing 
success on both a physical 
and a spiritual level, as those 
who attended walked away 
with full bellies and restored 
souls. And Reeves was pleased 
to see such a hunger for the 
Word of God.

“I thought, you know, 
there’s a lot of people moving 
here and a lot of people that 
don’t know anybody else,” 
Reeves said. “And what a way 
to bring people together and 
love on people and remind 
them of Christ’s love and 
forgiveness, and that’s the 
whole reason we’re doing this, 
is just to love on people.”

Interestingly, such a 
large community gathering 
wasn’t a first for Full Throttle 
Ministries, as Reeves was 
happy to explain.

“Being an outreach 
ministry for 12 years now, we 
do a thing on July 4,” he said, 
referencing the Independence 
Day bash that has been going 
on for 10 of those 12 years.

On a larger scale than 
Saturday’s cookout, Reeves 
estimated that close to 1,000 
people show up for sandwiches 
before fireworks start to shower 
the night sky during each year’s 
Meeks Park display.

When God told him to 
host another gathering, Reeves 
took inspiration from the 
summertime event, saying, “So 
today, I thought we were going 
to prepare for 500-600, and 
what shows up, shows up.”

Later, on Facebook, 
Reeves noted that there was 
no food left to clean up; the 
leftovers had all been taken 
home to the families of attendees 
or consumed by those wanting 
a third helping.

But for the five who found 
their way back to their Father, 
Clayton Reeves’ Community 
Cookout was about more than 
just the food.

“They shared the word 
of God, and we had five people 
that gave their life to Christ 
today,” Reeves said. “That’s 
why it was worth it. That’s 
why God laid it on my heart 
to do this; that’s why we did 
it. That’s why the pavilion was 

available, and it was all to fulfill 
God’s plan.”

Going forward, Reeves 
plans on holding the Community 
Cookout every year on Mother’s 
Day weekend. Closer to the 
present is Full Throttle’s July 
4 cookout, which will be held 
at the other end of the park in 
the same field the Sorghum 
Festival takes up each fall.

At the country’s largest 
and longest-running modular 
construction convention and 
trade show, Panel Built, Inc.

of the fathers to their children 
and the hearts of the children to 
their fathers, and I’m going to 
ask you to pray with me tonight 
that that would be the case.”

Pastor Justin Jarrett of 
New Union Baptist Church 
prayed  fo r  the  na t ion’s 
schools.

“I’m here tonight to pray 
for our (nation’s) education, 
which really means praying for 
our children, for our educators, 
for our educational systems,” 
Jarrett said. “Before I can 
pray for them, I want to point 
out that our children are our 
future.

“The children that we 
have in our school systems 
and around us in our churches, 
right now they are our future. 
They are our future pastors, 
they’re our future doctors 
and technicians, they’re our 
future military, our future 
gove rnmen t ,  ou r  fu tu re 
business owners.

students and families,” LaVoie 
said. “We definitely want to 
highlight those excellent best 
practices that are happening 
throughout the year.”

Eve ry  yea r,  Un ion 
County graduates more than 
its fair share of students going 
into the military, which is a 
testament to the patriotism 
of North Georgia Mountains 
residents.

“It is vital, in our opinion, 
that we impress upon our 
children the sacrifices that (the 
military) has made for us to have 
the freedoms and liberties that 
we do in this country,” Union 
County Schools Superintendent 
John Hill said.

“ We  a l w a y s  w a n t 
to continue to get better,” 
Hill continued. “To be the 
welcoming school district 
when a military family moves 
into the community. To be the 

school district that impresses 
the values upon our graduates 
to honor the folks that have 
served our great nation.”

Hill went on to say that 
the local Board of Education 
and the community support the 
efforts of school leadership.

“We’re very blessed, very 
rich in a sense, that we have 
such a supportive community,” 
Hill said.

Union County Board 
of Education Chair Tony 
Hunter and Board Member 
Julia Barnett also attended the 
ceremony, as did Blairsville-
Union County Chamber of 
Commerce President Steve 
Rowe.

“This  i s  about  our 
kids,” said retired U.S. Army 
Command Sgt. Major Art 
McCann, who is enjoying a 
second career as a Union County 
High School Administrative 
Assistant. “It’s based on taking 
care of children of veterans 
and active-duty soldiers in the 
school system.

“For (Union County 
Schools), we do the Veterans 
Day ceremony, the Quilt of 
Valor ceremonies, participate 
in the Wreaths Across America 
program and Memorial Day 
events. And we have our 
Military Hall of Honor in 
the main entrance to the high 
school.”

According to McCann, 
it’s important that new students, 
especially those with military 
parents who move around a lot, 

be welcomed so they can enjoy 
all the same things stationary 
kids do.

“I have three boys; 
they’ve all attended two to three 
high schools because they’ve 
moved with me from point to 
point,” McCann said, adding 
that it’s especially difficult 
for military parents who have 
children with disabilities.

“As  a  s en io r  non -
commissioned officer (when 
still on active duty), I sat in on 
a meeting with military parents, 
and I never realized the struggle 
they have when they have 
kids with mental and physical 
disabilities.

“They have to find the 
appropriate school that can 
serve their kids. So, a lot of 
times, they can’t go where 
they want to go (to best further 
their military career), and that’s 
what they do to best take care 
of their kids.”

As Hill said, the Union 
County School District is 
unique because of the people 
who live here and move here. 
And it’s important that the 
standard and culture that 
“we’ve developed over the 
last hundred-plus years” be 
maintained and allowed to 
flourish.

R e s p e c t i n g  t h o s e 
who sacrifice to make it all 
possible is part of that culture. 
Congratulations to Union 
County High for being named 
a Georgia Military Flagship 
School.
