in that.

“We’re still fighting 
that battle with the tobacco 
industry, but those of us that are 

volunteers, especially the ones 
that I know in our county that 
have seen our Relay, this being 
No. 24 that we’ve had, they’ve 
seen the dedication in our 
community as very generous.”

Dr. Gordy Klatt, a Washington 
surgeon specializing in cancer, 
walked and ran a track with 
family and friends to raise more 
than $27,000 for the American 
Cancer Society.

Klatt put in 83 miles in 
that 24-hour period, and the 
following year, 19 teams joined 
his efforts to raise even more 
money to fight cancer. And the 
Relay continues to this day.
