Hydrant Inspections

There are over 1,100 fire hydrants in Union County, and the
number continues to grow. Fire hydrants are a crucial element of
the fire service. Union County Fire Department utilizes fire hy-
drants on just about every fire, so they need to be readily avail-
able and in good working order. One of the many non-emergency
fire tasks performed each year by the firefighters of UCFD are fire
hydrant inspections and maintenance.

UCFD inspects each hydrant to
ensure that it is in good working order

and that the department will have wa- County
ter in the event of a fire. Inspecting fire | Fire Chief
hydrants is also one of the many tasks David
that we must perform to maintain our Dyer

Insurance Services Office (ISO) rating
of 4/4y.

Firefighters locate each hydrant and record the GPS location.
They then take the caps off and grease them so that they are easier
to take off in an emergency. The hydrant is opened or turned on to
ensure that there is water on the system and that the hydrant is in
working order; they are not flushed.

Hydrant inspections begin in the late spring and go on
throughout the summer until completed. You may see firefighters
in various marked vehicles on the side of the road or in your neigh-
borhood performing these inspections. Please be aware of the move
over law if you see fire vehicles with flashing lights on to ensure the
safety of the firefighters checking these hydrants.

One thing that homeowners can do to help with this process
is to take the time to look at the hydrants on your property. Fire
hydrants that are covered with weeds and brush are not visible or
easily accessible in an emergency. If a hydrant is on your property,
please take the time to cut the grass and trim around these hydrants
to make them more visible and accessible. Make sure that these
hydrants are not blocked by gates, fences, retaining walls, vehicles,
landscaping or shrubbery.

Remember these hydrants are there to protect you and your
neighbors; anything that slows down the process of finding and/
or accessing these water sources can seriously affect the outcome
of a fire. If you locate a hydrant that looks damaged or is leaking,
contact your water department or Union County Fire Department.

Fire hydrants are a very important part of the job of firefight-

But the resilient ones New
usually have something in common: - T
faith in God to see them through. r- 5
It’s like they have an internal com- Wayne
pass that points to what is known, | Fouler A
unchanging, and available. I realize
some might dismiss this as an “emotional crutch.” But it is far
more than that, and it’s something that can inspire you to increase
your own resilience for whatever trauma or crisis you might face.

Faith in the Lord Jesus Christ opens access to deep mean-
ing in life, especially in a crisis. C.S. Lewis notes that life is a
series of troughs and peaks, but it’s the troughs that strengthen
your connection to God. “The fullest grace can be received,” he
writes, “by those only who continue to obey during the dryness
in which all grace seems to be withheld.” Standing in a debris
field or the rubble of a home is an acute “dryness,” as well as an
opportunity to receive God’s grace, peace, and hope.

If anyone might have expected God’s deliverance from af-
fliction, it was the Apostle Paul. He was not spared, and he con-
nected crisis to deep meaning. Speaking of his hardship as a mis-
sionary, “We were burdened excessively, beyond our strength,”
he writes, “so that we despaired even of life. Indeed, we had the
sentence of death within ourselves so that we would not trust in
ourselves, but in God who raises the dead... He on whom we
have set our hope” (2 Cor. 1). God gave Paul more than he could
handle. Paul responded by trusting the providence of God and
maintaining an eternal perspective. This life is not all there is, nor
do afflictions have the final say. Let that inspire your resilience!

Now is the time to prepare for future crises you might face.
Your yearning for a crisis-free life is a signpost pointing to the
place Jesus prepared for you. You secure your place by receiving
His grace by repentance and faith. He is your hope in crisis. As

Commissioner’s Questions

Q. In the monthly Commission Meeting, you stated
that independent auditors have been in Union County doing
the annual audit of the County financials. Why do we pay
someone to examine our books every year?

A. Under Georgia law, Union County’s financial state-
ments must be prepared in accordance with generally accepted
accounting principles, audited an-
nually by an independent auditor
(CPA), and submitted to the Georgia
Department of Audits and Accounts.
Governmental finance officers and
auditors follow auditing standards
developed by professional associa-
tions and guidelines offered by vari-
ous agencies of the federal government.

Q. What are the auditors looking for?

A. Recently developed standards place a great deal of re-
sponsibility on Union County Government finance management
and the independent auditor for the identification and measure-
ment of compliance with various legal and contractual obliga-
tions; state laws, rules, and regulations; grantor guidelines; and
other finance-related requirements. These broad categories also
include assuring that revenues due Union County are actually
received and accounted for, that assets of Union County Govern-
ment were not lost or stolen, that expenditures were made only
for budgeted and approved items, and that financial statements
accurately reflected the financial position of Union County Gov-
ernment and the financial results of its operations.

Q. What are the required qualifications for an auditing
company to audit Union County finances?

A. Union County Government may employ an accountant
to aid in examining and auditing the books, vouchers, and ac-
counts of any county employee who handles county funds. Cur-
rently, Union County uses Rushton, a company out of Gaines-
ville, GA. Rushton is an independently owned and operated
member firm of CPAmerica, Inc., one of the largest associations
of CPA firms in the United States. In addition to a CPA firm con-
ducting an audit, a grand jury can also investigate, inspect, and
examine the books and records of county offices or, when neces-
sary, to appoint one or more citizens of the county to do so.

I guess it is a thousand won-
ders I didn’t have nightmares every night when
I was growing up.

Many of these stories were told to me
before the TV became the far-reaching influ-
ence it is today. Back in those days children and
adults used their imagination more than we use
our imaginations today. Back in the early 1940s,
Papa bought his first piece of property (80 acres)
for $100/acre. Papa and Granny cleared, farmed
and lived on that original 80 acres until their
deaths. They built a small, framed house and
carried water from a quarter of a mile away. As
the house was being built, Papa dug a well right
next to the house. The well didn’t even have a
well house over it yet when a mishap occurred.
The only covering over the well was an old 2x12
with a tarp over it. Late one night the family
milk cow fell a straddle of that 2X12.

Tomatoes

Tomatoes are probably one of the mos
common garden plants. They are great to have ir
your garden because there are so many differen
varieties. Tomatoes are usually pretty low main-
tenance, but let’s talk about a couple of things tc
be on the lookout for to make sure you have the
best tomatoes that

ing plants a little bit because if plants are wel
spaced, it will help reduce the problems that yot
have later on. Plants should have 2 feet betweer
them in the row, and 4 to 6 feet between the rows
Proper spacing will reduce the amount of disease
that you have later on. If plants are touching there
is less airflow between them. This creates a situ-
ation that is ripe for disease.

Except for wildlife, disease is going to be
one of the main issues when growing tomatoes
It is almost impossible to keep tomato plants
disease free for an entire season. Once we get tc
the end of the season plants will inevitably star
to decline. What you want to do is keep then
healthy enough for long enough to make you
some good tomatoes.

There are several different leaf spot diseas:
es that tomatoes can get. Septoria and Alternariz
are some examples. Septoria is a fungal disease
that creates small round spots on the leaves. Al-
ternaria is also called early blight. These spots
are more angular. Phytophthora, also called latc
blight, is another disease that tomatoes can get
This one tends to be more common for us be-
cause it likes cool nights and warm days witt
high humidity. Late blight will make large le-
sions on the leaves and the fruit. Late blight is
commonly known for causing the Irish potatc
famine in the 1840s (You are welcome to impress
your trivia friends with this tidbit).

There are also a few wilts that can damage
plants. At the end of July, in the heat of the day i
is not uncommon to see some wilting. However
if plants are wilting in the morning while it’s stil
cool and they have plenty of water, you migh
have a wilt problem. Fusarium wilt affects the
vascular system of a plant. If you have had fusar:
ium wilt in the past it is best to plant resistant va-
rieties in that spot. Bacterial wilt will also cause
the tomato plant to wilt. Cut the stem and place i
in a clear cup of water. After a few minutes yot
will be able to see the bacteria 0ozing out of the
stem that is milky colored. If you see that don”
plant tomato, pepper, potato, or eggplant in tha
spot for at least 4 years. Southern blight causes
a white mold at the soil line that will infect the

Q. How does the audit-
ing process work? Do the au-
ditors physically spend time
in the Union County Gov-
ernment offices?

A. Yes, auditors spend
time in many different Union
County  Government  of-
fices where financial records
are kept. In conducting the
compliance audit for Union
County Government, both the
independent auditor and the
Union County Government
management team (particular-
ly the finance officer) assume
important responsibilities.
Management is responsible
for the adequate identification
of Union County’s principal
activities and for ensuring
that Union County complies
with the laws and regulations
applicable to its activities. Al-
though responsibility will vary

with the terms of the specific
audit arrangement, the inde-
pendent auditor is responsible
for testing and reporting on
Union County’s compliance
with laws and regulations. At
the end of the audit, a com-
prehensive report of findings
is prepared by the auditor.
The final audit report is made
available to the public upon
request.

A correction needs to
be mentioned concerning last
week’s Q & A. There are of-
ficially four county positions
that draw their authority from
the Georgia state constitu-
tion and do not fall under the
control of the County Com-
missions. In Union County, the
term “constitutional officers”
typically refers to the sheriff,
superior court clerk, tax com-
missioner, and probate judge.

concerned about giving a lot of
ground to the devil and being
involved in a battle.
