Morgan Fussell and UCRD host second annual youth volleyball camp
Camp attendance sees fivefold increase on heels of UCMS volleyball announcement

For the second straight 
year, recent Union County 
graduate Morgan Fussell 
teamed up with the Union 
County Recreation Depart-
ment to offer a summer youth 
volleyball camp for rising 4th 
through 8th graders.

After attracting seven 
campers during the 2021 camp, 
this year’s event saw atten-
dance reach 35 entrees follow-
ing news that Union County 
Middle School is starting a 
volleyball program. With the 
sport’s local interest surg-
ing, Fussell added a second 
session to accommodate any 
girls remaining on the camp’s 
waiting list.

“We didn’t expect this 
many girls to sign up for the 
Tuesday, Thursday, Friday 
camp that we originally an-
ticipated,” said Fussell, who 
is preparing for her freshman 
year of college at Penn State-
Altoona. “We ended up with 
about 10 girls on the waitlist, 
so our 4-6 (p.m.) Friday class 
is for those girls on the wait-
list. We finally had to cut it off 
because there was just so many 
[girls showing interest]. But 
the rec department has been 
very supportive, especially 
with starting [the second] 
group.”

The camp, which began 
June 2 at the Union County 
Sports Center, provided an 
introduction to the sport while 
focusing on the basics and 
laying a solid foundation for 
future coaches to build on.

“We want to introduce 
them to every aspect [of vol-
leyball], but the last two weeks 
we focused on teamwork and 
getting three touches on the 
ball,” Fussell said. “But most-
ly, we’ve been working on 
fundamentals and they’ve 
picked it up really fast. I’m 
very pleased with how well 
they’ve done.”

When asked what les-
sons were learned from last 
year’s camp that she applied 
this summer, Fussell admit-
ted that the camp made her 
remember that she was once 
on a similar skill level as her 
young charges.

“I have to tell myself 
that they are learning and I was 

once in the same position,” she 
said. “But they have made it 
incredibly easy and have been 
a great group. We’ve had so 
much fun.”

Fussell went on to praise 
her fellow coaches, Kaylee 
Ashcraft, Addison Cross and 
Saylor Noe, who are all mem-
bers of Union County’s volley-
ball team. Ashcraft and Noe are 
both rising seniors; Cross will 
be a junior.

“They’ve all been a big 
help and I’m very grateful for 
them,” she said. “I’m just re-
ally happy that I could have 
my former teammates helping 
out.”

The youngsters weren’t 
the only ones benefitting from 
the camp, even college players 
like Fussell acknowledge that 
simplifying the sport for the 
newcomers has been valuable 
to her own volleyball career.

“It’s helped me by be-
ing able to go back and teach 
the fundamentals,” she said. 
“Now when I go off to play in 
a couple weeks, it will help me 

to remember the fundamentals, 
and I think it will also help the 
[high school] players. But I just 
hope it sticks for the younger 
girls because they have [middle 
school] tryouts coming up.”

During her  t ime at 
UCHS, Fussell lobbied Union 
County Schools for a middle 
school volleyball program, 
and this year her dream comes 
to fruition.

“We’re trying to get as 
many people involved in vol-
leyball as possible,” she said. 
“They finally announced they 
are starting a middle school 
team this year and I think that 
was a big reason for the rise 
[in attendance at the summer 
camp].

“Coach [Anna] Chap-
man is going to run [the middle 
school program] and she’s 
been very supportive of this 
camp and has been a big help in 
passing along information and 
getting the word out. But we’re 
just really happy to be able to 
do this and that so many people 
showed up.”

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Volleyball: New coach praises senior leadership during summer workouts

With the start of the sea-
son only three weeks away, new 
Union County High School 
volleyball coach Megan Brown 
has spent the summer getting 
acquainted with her two-time 
Area championship squad.

Since the program’s in-
ception five years ago, Union 
County has already established 
itself as one of the most dec-
orated volleyball squads in 
northeast Georgia. During its 
first half-decade, the Panthers 
have appeared in four state 
tournaments, reaching the Elite 
Eight in 2019 before advancing 
to consecutive final fours in 
2020 and 2021, where they fell 
both times to the eventual State 
Champion.

Union County’s 2022 
campaign opens Aug. 9 with 
a home scrimmage vs. Hiwas-
see Dam, North Carolina. The 
regular season begins Saturday, 
Aug. 13 at Chestatee.

The North Georgia News 
caught up with Coach Brown 
last week to discuss the busy 
summer schedule and UCHS 
Volleyball’s upcoming youth 
camp.

NGN: What has vol-
leyball been up to lately? Have 
they been going all summer like 
the other sports?

MB: Yes, we have. Be-
sides the two weeks [for the 
Georgia High School Associa-
tion’s mandatory dead period], 
we’ve been in the gym and 
things are going well. We’re 
practicing five days a week 

from here on out, Monday 
through Friday. Then we’ll 
be doing a three-day camp 
for 4th through 8th graders 
starting Wednesday, July 20. 
That will provide some good 
experience for those girls since 
Anna Chapman and the middle 
school are doing tryouts the 
following week. But so far, we 
have about 36 [campers] that 
have signed up. We asked that 
everyone sign up before [July] 
13th to make sure we have 
enough t-shirts, but we won’t 

turn anyone away. 
NGN: Has the focus or 

intensity changed after the dead 
period now that the season is 
less than a month away?

MB: I feel like the girls 
are really bonding as a team 
and in the community. The 
upperclassmen have reached 
out and been supportive of the 
freshmen, and that’s been nice 
to see. The older girls have 
stepped up as leaders, encour-
aging the younger ones, and 
they’ve made a great amount of 

progress since we first started.
NGN: How has the turn-

out been among the return-
ing players and the incoming 
freshmen?

MB: We have seven re-
turning seniors, all on varsity, 
and seven freshmen. 

NGN: We have the scrim-
mage on Aug. 9, but have you 
seen any other opponents this 
summer?

MB: We went to White 
County and played several 
matches with different schools. 

We brought almost everyone, 
freshman through seniors and 
it was really neat. They all 
got on the court and gained 
some experience in a game 
setting, which was very good 
for them.

This week, we’ll be in 
the gym practicing on Monday 
and Tuesday, then we have our 
camp starting on Wednesday. 
Next week, we’ll be back at it 
five-days-a-week to start get-
ting ready for our matches.
