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Papa’s younger brother Clay was a 
young man who enjoyed life. He was the 
smallest of Lon Cummings’ sons. Clay loved 
being around other people and he enjoyed 
laughter. Whenever a crowd was gathered 
and you could hear laughter, there was a good 
chance Clay was in 
the middle of the 
group telling one 
of his tales. 

Lon Cum-
mings raised 2 girls 
and 4 boys in a 3 
bedroom house on 
the hill overlooking Cummings Creek. Mabel 
and Inez slept in one room while Pick, Papa, 
Clay and Poggy slept in another room. Pick 
and Poggy slept in one feather bed while Papa 
and Clay slept in another. Late one summer 
evening an event occurred that affected Papa 
for the rest of his life.

The boys had worked out an order of 
cross ties for Lon. The railroad between Ham-
ilton and Phil Campbell was being worked on, 
and Lon had secured the contract for 40 miles 
of cross ties. The boys worked at the sawmill 
for 10 hours of milling cross ties. The next day 
they would be delivering the cross ties to the 
railroad. All 4 of the young men collapsed into 
bed that evening. Papa said he was so tired that 
his sleep was filled with crazy dreams. The last 
dream of the evening he remembered was of 
him being robbed.

Papa said, “The dream was so real and 
then all of a sudden the robber reached out and 
grabbed me by the neck and began to choke 
me. I began to kick and scream for help and 
then we rolled off the bluff and under a big 
rock.” Actually, Clay had an epileptic seizure 
and was choking Papa. The 2 boys had rolled 
off their bed and then wound up underneath 
the bed. Upon hearing the commotion Lon 
had run into the room and along with Uncle 
Pick pulled Clay and Papa from under the bed. 
Clay’s grasp of Papa’s neck was strong enough 
to require both Lon’s and Pick’s strength to 
break Papa free. Papa’s neck was bruised for 
days, and he was always afraid of being in a 
tight place due to his experience under the bed. 
Clay’s epileptic seizures would plague him in-
termittently over the next several years.

During the 1930s, Papa and all of his 
siblings married. Not long after the marriages, 
Mr. Nix from Phil Campbell sold 320 acres to 
Papa and 3 of his siblings. Each sibling bought 
an 80-acre tract of land. Papa hired his brother 
Clay to dig a well on his land. A man came 
to Papa’s place to “witch for water.” This fel-
low showed Papa where to dig the well and

I think that this year we have had more 
deer damage than most years. I think that there 
are several underlying causes for this, which 
only compound each other. One of those are 
unique to this year and others are not. My own 
personal observation is that I have seen deer 
more active during 
times of day when 
I normally would 
not have seen them. 
Crossing roads and 
running through 
fields, when I would 
have expected them 
to be in shelter.

I think that one of the big causes for 
deer venturing out more and feeding on plants 
around your house this year is the drought that 
we have had. Drought conditions are better than 
they were in July, but most of the counties in far 
north Georgia are still classified as abnormally 
dry. These dry conditions have suppressed the 
growth of a lot of the browse that deer would 
normally be able to find in wild places. Deer 
still need the food, and so they wonder into your 
yard and feed on the plants. Deer are not grazers 
like cattle. They will eat some grass, but their 
preference is to eat things that are slightly off 
the ground. They prefer to move through an area 
eating a variety of different things. Cattle will 
slowly work their way through an area eating the 
grass down.

If you feed deer or you have a neighbor 
that feeds deer that will significantly increase 
the chances that deer cause damage to the plants 
at your house. Feeding deer brings more into 
your neighborhood. If you frequently read this 
column you have probably seen me talk about it 
before. Feeding deer so that you can watch them, 
robs the deer of their wildness. They are wild 
animals. Humans putting feed out for them takes 
that away from them. It can also cause health 
concerns. Deer feeding in close proximity at a 
feed station allows the spread of diseases like 
CWD (which has not been reported in Georgia 
yet). It is not illegal, but I strongly do not rec-
ommend feeding deer. Feeding deer is legal on 
private property with permission from the land-
owner. It is illegal on public land.

Habitat loss is another reason why deer 
are making your garden an all you can eat buf-
fet. When I say habitat loss, it is probably not 
in the way that you are thinking. We have lots 
of woods for deer to live in. However, the vast 
majority of our national forest only provides one 
type of habitat, and that is mature hardwood for-
est. Deer, and other wildlife like grouse, need a 
diversity of habitats including young and mature 
forest that our national forest does not provide. 
Young forest typically has a lot of brush and 

I paused to chat with residents while walking along the 
road near a village on Carriacou Island.

Q. I saw a photo on Facebook of a grist mill that was 
built at Meeks Park. Exactly where at Meeks Park is it lo-
cated?

A. The grist mill at Meeks Park is located near the bank of 
Butternut Creek at Meeks Park II. This recreational area is ap-
proximately 1.4 miles from the Blairsville square and is accessed 
by vehicle from the Blue Ridge Hwy. 
Visitors will drive southwest to Sid 
Chandler Road and will turn right 
into the recreational area. Also in 
this beautiful part of the park, visi-
tors will find adult outdoor exercise 
equipment, a children’s play area, 
and a kayak/canoe ramp for entering 
the Nottely River.

Q. Was the Meeks Park grist mill built from scratch on 
the property, or was it moved from another location?

A. The Hughes/Tate Grist Mill was originally located in the 
Ivy Log Community of Union County, Georgia next to the North 
Carolina line. It was built by Andrew Jackson “Jack” Hughes, Jr 
in the late 1800’s. It was operated by different people at differ-
ent times in the early 1900’s. The last person to own and operate 
the mill was Mr. Ocean Tate. He ground cornmeal and sold his 
meal to the public. When Mr. Tate retired, the gristmill was shut 
down and never fully operated again. The property was eventu-
ally passed down to Ocean Tate’s grandson, Michael Thompson. 
Thompson donated the grist mill to Union County. I worked with 
Michael Thompson and others to make the project happen. It took 
several individuals to pull all the necessary resources together.

Q. How was the Meeks Park grist mill moved and re-
constructed? The process sounds fascinating.

A. Before the deconstruction and rebuilding process began, 
much planning and consideration went into the details and ex-
pectations for the Hughes/Tate Grist Mill. For example, the fol-
lowing considerations were expressed: The building had to be 
situated above the flood level of the creek; the equipment was to 
be situated to allow maximum visibility by groups of people; the 
machinery, belt drives, and other moving parts were to be placed 
behind rails and guards for reasons of safety; and the spillway 
plug, pump (if needed) and wheel gate were to be controlled from 

The fire department is one of the most unique organizations 
in any community. They are responsible for life safety, property 
conservation, and resolution of a number of emergency incidents 
within their jurisdiction. To fulfill this responsibility, the fire depart-
ment must have assets such as fire stations, fire engines, equipment, 
and the most important asset… the firefighter.  

A firefighter can be a volunteer, 
or they can be paid (otherwise known 
as career). Union County Fire Depart-
ment is a combination fire department. 
That means that we have both volun-
teer firefighters and full-time career 
firefighters. This column is about the 
career firefighters.

Union County Fire Department has career firefighters re-
sponding from Station 1 in Blairsville, Station 13 on Murphy Hwy, 
and Station 5 in Suches. The career firefighters respond to all fires, 
motor vehicle accidents, major medical calls, hazardous materials, 
and other emergencies in their area. 

Station 1 has four career firefighters on duty per shift; Station 
13 has two career firefighters on duty per shift; and Station 5 has 
one firefighter on duty Monday through Friday from 8 a.m. to 4 
p.m. The career firefighters at stations 1 and 13 work 24-hour shifts 
that begin at 08:00 and end the next morning at 08:00. There are 
three shifts, A, B, and C. The 24-hour shifts create a work schedule 
of 24 hours on duty and 48 hours off. 

Career firefighters go through a great deal of training to be-
come a full-time career firefighter. They must complete a firefighter 
course and pass all testing for the National Professional Qualifi-
cation Firefighter 1 level. They must be also Certified by Georgia 
Firefighters Standards and Training as a firefighter. Once the basic 
firefighter school is complete, the firefighter must complete medical 
training and be certified by the Department of Public Health to the 
minimum level of Emergency Medical Technician – Basic (EMT-
B). This entire process takes about a year to complete. 

After initial firefighting and medical training, the training 
isn’t over. Firefighters must attend at least 200 hours of training 
each year to maintain certifications and to stay up to date on the 
latest firefighting and medical techniques. 

This is just a peek at the job and requirements of a career fire-

inside the mill. These and other 
considerations were planned 
out far in advance of actually 
moving the grist mill. Addi-
tionally, research was done on 
each mill component. Some 
replacement parts were pur-
chased, and some parts were 
made especially for the mill. 
All internal wood structures 
for the gears were reconstruct-
ed off-site. The building was 
placed on piers, and the water 
wheel was positioned so that it 
discharged appropriately. Two 
full floors were built with 10 ft 
ceilings. The grist mill was re-
constructed piece by piece. 

Q. How was the grist 
mill used before it was moved?

A. Grist is any grain that 
can be used to make flour. All 
accessible records indicate that 
the Hughes/Tate Grist Mill 
was primarily used to grind 
corn into cornmeal. However, 
unlike other mills in Union 
County that only ground corn, 
Tate sometimes milled wheat 
and rye, as well. The materials 
were ground using water from 
a mill spring. The water travels 
to the mill where it turns the 
water wheel, which then turns 
the gears in the basement that 
make the whole process work. 

When grinding for cornmeal 
the waterwheel speed must 
be just right - somewhere be-
tween 8-12 rpm generally. The 
corn was ground between two 
stones and then sifted to strain 
out the larger pieces.

Q. How is the grist mill 
used now that it has been re-
constructed at Meeks Park?

A. The Hughes/Tate 
Grist Mill is currently used 
only to demonstrate the turn-
ing of the water wheel and to 
commemorate the grist mill 
process.

Q. Is the grist mill run-
ning all the time?

A. The water wheel on 
the Hughes/Tate Grist Mill 
does not turn through the Win-
ter months due to harsh cold 
conditions and the effects those 
conditions might have on the 
grist mill equipment. The water 
is channeled to the grist mill in 
late Spring and the wheel turns 
until Winter weather threatens.

Q. Can I tour the inside 
of the Meeks Park grist mill?

A. For the most part, 
the interior of the grist mill re-
mains locked; however, some 
tours are provided during the 
annual Sorghum Festival each 
October.

Read what outsider 
Alexis de Tocqueville, from 
France, observed about reli-
gion in America: “Religion 
in America takes no direct 
part in the government of 
society, but it must be re-
garded as the first of their 
political institutions. I do 
not know whether all Amer-
icans have a sincere faith in 
their religion--for who can 
search the human heart?—
but I am certain that they 
hold it to be indispensable to 
the maintenance of republi-
can institutions. This opin-
ion is not peculiar to a class 
of citizens or to a party, but 
it belongs to the whole na-
tion and to every rank of 
society.”

At the 2016 Democrat 
Convention for President 
there was fierce determina-
tion expressed by many on 
the floor who shouted loud-
ly “Take all mention of God 
out of the Democrat Plat-
form!!” May God continue 
to bless America, in spite 
of those who would want to 
remove all mention of Him.
