The soon-to-be 93-year-

old Hunter is a World War II 
veteran who attended Young 
Harris College after serving five 
years in the U.S. Army. 

Next, Hunter went back 
into the service, joining up 
with the U.S. Air Force, where 
he served 20 years and worked 
with NASA during the Apollo 11 
mission that put Neil Armstrong 
and Buzz Aldrin on the moon. 

“That’s a highlight,” 
said Hunter. “I really enjoyed 
it. I worked hard, 17 hours a 

day. They were having lots of 
problems getting parts for the 
aircraft, and they called me 
because I was supposed to be 
the best they got.” 

Being 93 years old, 
Hunter remembers Blairsville 
in simpler times, back when 
people primarily grew their own 
food and it wasn’t a big tourist 
destination. 

“When I was a young 
boy, there weren’t any buildings 
here hardly or anything,” said 
Hunter. “They’d meet at the 
courthouse, wagons and horses 

and all, and that was a big day 
for them, riding the horses and 
wagons to the courthouse.

“We’ve got a lot more 
people here now, and they’re all 
good people. We’ve come a long 
way, I’d say, in 93 years.

“I just want to thank 
everybody for being good to me, 
and for supporting us during the 
war. We couldn’t have won the 
war if we didn’t have help back 
here in the United States.”
