erwise. In addition, we had not
heard of a shot fall study and
were not aware that one was
ever going to be required. It
was an additional step required
by the Georgia Department of
Natural Resources right at the
end of the project when we
were ready to go to bid.

Q. Why doesn’t the
county just buy some prop-
erty that adjoins what they
already own?

A. We did look into this,
but the property that adjoins it
is just too expensive for this
purpose since it is considered
commercial property.

We also had to consider
that during the three or more
years it took us to complete
all the required studies, the
Thirteen Hundred Subdivision
was constructed just behind the
proposed shotgun range with
homes and lots for sale just
above this area.

So, with the failed shot
fall tests, the lack of affordable
property adjacent to the pro-
posed shotgun range and the
new subdivision, this site is no
longer going to be a feasible lo-
cation for the shotgun range.

spring rainfall is usually ad-
equate water. However, every
few years, you will probably
need to divide your bulbs as
they produce more roots and
bulblets (small bulbs).

Always wait until the
bulb’s foliage starts to yellow
and wilt naturally to dig up and
divide bulbs. Most can be gen-
tly pulled apart and re-planted
immediately. If you would like
to store your bulbs, wash off all
the soil and store in a cool, dry
place away from sunlight with
adequate airflow until you are
ready to plant again next fall.
