Some of the greatest
athletes to ever buckle up a
chin strap at Union County
High School were welcomed
back to their Alma Mater last
Friday night as the Quarter-
back Club inducted seven
members into the all new QB
Club Hall of Fame.

Each member of the
inaugural HOF Class of 2017
were, at minimum, selected
to the All State Team dur-

ing their playing days as a
Panther.

The first inductee was
Gary Hill. A tackle on the
1964 Sub-Region Champion-
ship team, Hill was the first
Panther to be selected to an
all state team.

In 1965, Bill Jones,
Lewis McAfee, and Terry
Rogers were each named All
State on a team that went un-
defeated in sub-region play.

McAfee was selected
as a tackle while Rogers and
Jones were both all state at
end.

In 1966, Jones was a
