Volleyball: ‘Great group of kids’ take home NGML crown

It took Union County 
Middle School volleyball only 
three years to find its way atop 
the North Georgia Mountain 
League (NGML) following 
last month’s championship 
victory over Clear Creek under 
first-year UCMS coach George 
Miller.

The UCMS program, 
founded in 2022 on the heels 
of the high school’s run of suc-
cess between 2019-22, finished 
its 2024 campaign with a 15-3 
record (10-2 in league play), 
highlighted by its first NGML 
title.

“When you take a step 
back and look at it, this was 
really a great group of kids,” 
Miller said. “I like to call them 
‘gamers.’ Yes, you had kids 
like Kamryn Brown, Hailey 
Marshall, Bristol Davis, Kinsley 
Kendrick and Scout Henry -- 
those are kids that have played 
together, in all sports, and they 
just held the collective group 
together. But with this group, 
they knew how to dig down, and 
mentally, they were very good.”

Miller, a long-time col-
lege and high school coach, 
applauded her squad’s ability to 
adapt to the level of play Miller 
expects from her team.

“Usually, when I start 
teaching kids what I want them 
to learn, they struggle and we 
lose some games,” she said. 
“I like to call it ‘information 
overload.’ But these girls, they 
took this information that I gave 
them, and we’re talking high-
school, college-type informa-
tion and it’s a lot to digest, but 
these kids got it within a week.”

Entering the opening 
match vs. defending league 
champion Lumpkin County, 
Miller remained uncertain if 
the progress in practice would 
transition over. But once the first 
ball went into the air on Aug. 5, 
the rubber met the road, putting 

any doubts to rest when the 
Panthers sent Lumpkin home 
with a loss.

“After we won the first 
match, and then the second 
match, and then won against 
White County, I knew this was 
a really special group,” she said. 
“Anytime we would lose, these 
kids would come back with a 
vengeance.”

Miller, a national champi-
onship-winning college coach, 

recently moved to Young Harris 
from the Atlanta area, where 
she headed up a club volleyball 
program featuring more than 
50 teams.

“I was [contemplating] 
retirement after my youngest 
daughter went off to college,” 
said Miller, who also serves as 
Georgia’s AAU Coordinator. 
“So we moved up here and I re-
alized that I can’t just sit around 
and talk about my garden - I 
have too much energy.”

Mil ler ’s  journey to 
UCMS began when she reached 
out to her friend, who coaches 
volleyball at Young Harris to 
suggest operating a few clin-
ics, which, in turn, put Miller 
in touch with local parents and 
ultimately led her to Murphy, 
North Carolina to work with the 
Bulldogs’ high school program.

“I told them, ‘if you really 
want to get better, you need to 
play club [volleyball],’” she 
said. “One thing led to another, 
and then the coach from Hayes-
ville reached out about working 
with some of their girls, and 
like I said, one thing just led to 
another.”

Fast forward to Fall 2023 
when Susan Stalcup of the 
Union County Recreation De-
partment contacted Miller about 
heading up the new rec volley-
ball program, and within a few 
months of getting that program 
off the ground, Union County 
High School athletic director 
Mandy Hunter got in touch to 
gauge Miller’s interest in taking 
over UCMS.

“She made me an offer 

I couldn’t refuse,” Miller said 
jokingly. “So here I am, back in 
the game again.”

Looking ahead to 2025, 
Miller expects to keep Union 
County volleyball trending 
upward while fostering a solid 
feeder program for UCHS.

“I look forward to next 
year and the next wave of kids 
and how everything ends up 
going,” she said. “I want to 
thank Megan Brown, the Union 
County high school coach, for 
supporting what we’re doing 
[at UCMS]. I also want to thank 
the athletic department at the 
middle school for all their sup-
port and understanding of what 
we’re trying to build.

“A lot of the girls come up 
to me and say ‘I play basketball, 
I play this, I play that,’ and I al-
ways say, ‘That’s okay, I’ll bring 
you to the light,’’ Miller joked. 
“We just want to do anything we 
can to get volleyball out there 
and let these girls know there is 
something else for them to try.”
