member of the club.

As Hughes explained it, 
each letter in the initials for the 
Good Neighbors Auto Club, or 
GNAC, stands for a letter in the 
abbreviations of the two member 
states, GA for Georgia and NC 
for North Carolina.

“We started out doing 
cruise-ins and the annual show 
in October, and our fundraising 

money has all gone to charities or 
scholarships,” said Hughes. “We 
were able to do six scholarships 
last year, and we try to divide 
it between Georgia and North 
Carolina.”

Of course, the show on 
Saturday was a bittersweet 
occasion for everyone involved, 
as many friends have come 
together for many years to make 
the show a success.

And Hughes said she is 

thankful for all of the support 
the club has garnered over the 
years.

“We’ve had people from 
all over the area within a 100-
mile radius, and some further, 
that come for our show,” said 
Hughes.
