at Nottely Dam Road, Geor-
gia 325, and will return north-
bound traffic to two lanes at 
that point.

The $50 million-plus of 
“federal” money was allocated 
two years ago in the name of 
“rural improvement.”

Unless there are unfore-
seen complications or a redi-
rection of interest and funding, 
the Murphy Highway expan-
sion is a done deal.

Current DoT administra-
tors, engineers, researchers and 
instrumental political figures 
will be long gone by then but 
they will have left their legacy 
for the Sheriff, our local EMTs, 
doctors and support staff at the 
hospital, local auto body shops 
and the people of Union Coun-
ty to manage.

it opened and maybe 5 on the 
Courthouse square. I think 
this shows that slowing people 
down, forcing them to either 
read the signage or look at 
where they are going, encour-
ages driver concentration. 

The very danger of traf-
fic light intersections is that 
they co-mingle traffic at high 
rates of speed often causing se-
rious traffic accidents.  

I too have traveled 
around several round-a-bouts 
in Europe, and find them to be 
attractive, neat, and safe.  So, to 
think that there is a future prob-
lem on the Murphy Highway 
having round-a-bouts just does 
not make sense to me. If you 
have the opportunity to slow 
people down at intersections, 
what could add to safety more 
than this? The biggest down 
side is that it might add five to 
10 minutes to a trip to Murphy, 
but once again, slowing people 
down, even if they speed back 
up, is a positive. It is similar to 
the speed bump on Hunt Mar-
tin Street in Blairsville. It is 
aggravating that you have to 
slow down for the bump, but it 
really slows traffic on the street 
making it safer for not only the 
drivers, but pedestrians and 
neighborhood kids.

need batteries for our smoke 
detectors but are not sure 
what kind or how to install 
them.
