Many volunteers make 
the shop a reality, such as the 
police officers themselves, 
their husbands and wives, 
sheriff’s deputies, and also 
members of the Blairsville 
Cruisers.

All students will be 
treated to lunch after the 
shop.

Shop With A Cop has 
grown from 12 kids the first 
year to around 100 a year now, 
which wouldn’t be possible 
without community support.

Neely and Chief Carroll 
would like to thank the 
community for their support, 
which has been coming in, and 
for the continued support of 
those who have yet to donate 
this season.

“I just can’t say how 
much we appreciate the 
outpouring of love in the 
community,” said Neely. “It 
just comes every day.
