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Panthers’ season ends at No. 6 Rockmart in Class AA Sweet 16

Rockmart - A 56-14 loss 
wrapped up Union County’s 
2023 season in the GHSA’s 
Class AA Sweet 16 on Friday 
night behind 49 straight points 
by the Yellow Jackets, all com-
ing on the heels of Caiden Tan-
ner’s game-tying touchdown 
pass to Jensen Goble.

“Rockmart is a very 
good team and against a team 
like that, you can’t make mis-
takes,” Union County head 
coach Michael Perry said. “We 
were in it during the first half, 
but then we just fell apart in 
the second half.”

No. 6 Rockmart opened 
by going 50 yards on five plays 
to grab a 7-0 lead, but Union 
answered right back with a 
28-yard strike when Goble ran 
under Tanner’s endzone throw 
at the 5:40 mark of the first.

Led by seniors David 
Heredia and Lane Lance, the 
Union County defense forced 
consecutive punts, keeping 
the game deadlocked at 7-7 
into the second quarter when 
Rockmart pushed ahead via a 
1-yard run with 7:23 remaining 
in the half.

Still, with the offense 
sputtering, the defense kept 
the Panthers within a score 
until a costly unforced fumble 
handed possession to the Yel-
low Jackets at the Union 26 
with 1:25 before the break. 
Rockmart capitalized with a 
4-yard touchdown pass with 37 
seconds on the clock, sending 
Union into halftime facing a 
21-7 deficit.

“We couldn’t get any-
thing going on offense,” Perry 
said. “We had some issues 
executing basic plays and 
Rockmart, a very talented 
team, took advantage of it.”

T h e  s e c o n d  f r a m e 
proved extra costly for Union 
when the team’s leading tack-
ler, junior linebacker Ethan 
Lester, left with what appeared 

to be a severe knee injury.
“Ethan getting hurt was 

a huge loss,” Perry said. “We 
don’t really have a backup for 
everything he does and the 
communication he does for 
our defense. I’m just glad he’s 
not a senior and we get him for 
another year.”

The Yellow Jackets 
received the third quarter’s 
opening kick and proceeded 
to rattle off three touchdowns 
over the ensuing 12 minutes. 
The onslaught included touch-
down passes of 31, 44 and 19 
yards for a 42-7 lead at the 
period’s 3-minute mark. 

The Panthers advanced 
inside the red zone early in 
the fourth, but Tanner’s second 
interception led to a lengthy 

return that set up another 
Rockmart score. Union County 
committed its fourth turnover 
on its next play from scrim-
mage, awarding possession to 
the Yellow Jackets at the 27. 
From there, Rockmart punched 
it in with 4:35 to play. 

The Panthers found the 
endzone with under 90 seconds 
remaining when Tyler Grasty’s 
61-yard catch-and-run brought 
the final tally to 56-14.

Despite the loss, Union 

County’s 17 seniors can depart 
with their heads high, becom-
ing the first group in program 
history to deliver playoff vic-
tories in consecutive seasons. 

With six playoff games 
in four years, the Class of 2024 
matches last year’s group for 
the most in program history. 
It’s worth noting, however, 
that the Class of 2023 recorded 
two appearances as freshmen 
in 2019.

“I couldn’t be prouder 
of what this senior class has 
accomplished,” Perry said. 
“I’m extremely proud of all 
their hard work and leadership.

“These last two senior 
classes have been amazing. 

They have Union County foot-
ball on the right track.”

Tanner exits UCHS as 
the first quarterback to start 
four playoff games and win 
two. Goble, who set the single-
season receptions record (87) 
a year ago, leaves as the first 
Union County receiver in 
14 years (Blake Gowder) to 
notch consecutive 1,000-yard 
seasons. And despite only 
playing two seasons, Rader 
topped 2,000 yards rushing for 
his career, joining Jonah Dan-
iel (2018-20) and Bo Lynch 
(2013-16) as the only running 
backs to reach that milestone 
in the last 18 years. Further-
more, Rader became the first 
Panther to rush for 20 scores 
in a season since 2016 (Cole

The Class of 2024 also 

led Union to its first-ever win 
over a ranked private school - 
dominating Athens Academy 
on Senior Night in Blairsville 
and sending Union into a re-
gion title showdown at No. 8 
Fellowship Christian.

Although the Panthers 
came out on the wrong end of 
a 28-21 score, the Thursday 
night thriller established the 
program could be competitive 
in big games against the top 
teams in the state -- a stark 
contrast to 2018 and 2019, 
when undefeated Panther 
teams faced Rabun County 
in season-finale region title 
matchups, falling each time 
by a combined tally of 105-
35. Even in 2001, a 9-0 Union 
County team stumbled down 
the stretch in a 56-35 loss at 
Greater Atlanta Christian.

“Last year’s team was 
great, but I feel like this year’s 
team beating Athens Academy 
and taking Fellowship down to 
the wire, I feel like we were 
much more competitive [this 
year],” Perry said. “These 
seniors are a great group of 
kids with bright futures and 
I can’t wait to see how many 
go on to play at the next level. 
I’m just extremely proud of the 
standard they have set.”

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Basketball: Panthers win handily at Rabun, stumble late vs. Putnam

Union County ended a 
seven-game slide to Rabun 
County by leading wire-to-wire 
in a 74-60 victory in Tiger on 
Tuesday, Nov. 14. 

The Panthers, playing 
shorthanded due to football, 
were paced by 57 points from 
their three returning junior start-
ers. Point guard Houston Henry 
led all scorers with 26 points 
on 11-of-16 from the field, 6 
rebounds and 6 assists. Hayden 
Hughes hit 4-of-10 from long 
distance for 17 points and 6 
boards. Jude Ellis added 14 
points and 13 rebounds. 

The Panthers jumped out 
to an early 7-3 lead, eventually 
pushing its margin to 24-14 near 
the midway point of the second 
quarter. 

Hughes’ 3 made it a 29-17 
game at the period’s 2:25 mark, 
then two Holden Payne free 
throws and one by Ellis kept 
the Union County lead at double 
digits, 32-22 entering the break.

The Panthers opened the 
third with 7-straight points, 
sparked by a Hughes trey and an 
Ellis putback. Sophomore Vince 
Marevka’s offensive board 
made it 45-27 before Henry 
closed Union’s third-period 
scoring, going coast-to-coast for 
a layup and a 54-36 lead at the 
1-minute mark.

Ellis knocked down a 
turnaround jumper to start 
the fourth, then split two free 
throws a minute later. Moments 
later, Henry finished a break 
with 2 points, bumping the lead 
to 59-38.

Six straight from Hughes 
awarded the Panthers their 
largest lead at 67-42 with 4:08 
to play. 

Head coach Corey Gar-
rett turned to his reserves with a 
67-45 lead and 3:15 remaining. 

Rabun County trimmed the 
margin to 69-56 when freshman 
Hayden Price’s 3 at the 1:20 
mark, followed by two Price 
free throws 30 seconds later, 
capped off the Union scoring. 

Stats: Marevka ended 
with 9 points on 4-of-7 from 
the field, 12 boards and 2 steals;

The Panthers shot 47%

Union out-rebounded 

Rabun 43-35 but lost the turn-
over battle 13-11. 

Tip-ins: Rabun County 
was also shorthanded due to 
football, playing without 6-foot-
6 post Jack Hood and leading 
scorer Cooper Welch.

Before their 7-game skid 
vs. Rabun County, the Panthers 
won 9-straight in the series be-
tween 2017-2020. Union Coun-
ty notched just two wins over 
the Wildcats between 2009-
2016 after going undefeated vs. 
Rabun from 2001-2008.

Panthers 70, Putnam 
County 73 - The Panthers 
couldn’t protect a 61-46 fourth-
quarter lead despite Henry’s 20 
points, 10 assists, 6 rebounds, 
5 steals and a block during Sat-

urday’s Sandy’s Spiel Tip-Off at 
Chestatee High School. 

Putnam’s Landon Bon-
ner led the late surge with 19 
fourth-quarter points to finish 
with a game-high 34 and three

On the heels of Bonner’s 
go-ahead trey 12 seconds later, 
Henry missed a runner in the 
lane, but Putnam turned over 
the ensuing inbounds pass. Un-
fortunately, Ellis missed a short 
jumper with 3 seconds left and 
the War Eagles sank two free 
throws on the other end.
