product illegal?

A. That would be a fed-
eral or state decision. Again, if
used as intended, it is safe, but
it is the people who abuse the
product, intended or not, that
can cause potential problems.
The folks causing the large ex-
plosion have apologized to the
county and they had no idea of
the additional impact of utiliz-
ing too much of the material.

Q. What do you think
personally should be done
about this potential problem?

A. For me personally,

I need to know more about it.
Because of the public concern
in the part of the county lo-
cated near the recent explosion,
I want to have the county pur-
chase and try the product with
supervision of the Sheriff’s Of-
fice and Fire Department.

I also want to see what
the professionals feel related
to any potential dangers for
our county, residents, pets, or
livestock. If warranted, then
it would be something for our
Georgia Legislature to deal
with.

a place where 3 creeks came to-
gether to form one creek. From
the top of the rock face the
place looked just like the track
of a turkey. Clifford and his
sons looked for this gold for 40
years without ever finding an
ounce of it. Clifford went to his
grave longing to find the gold
at the Turkey’s foot.

How does this story
relate back to Ausborn and
Elizabeth Mabry? When this
couple migrated to Oklahoma
they settled in a place called
Briartown. Ausborn was some
kind of minister. We have not
determined whether he went to
Oklahoma to be with family or

did he go to serve the Cherokee
on the mission field. Briartown
is in Muscogee County and is
a part of the reservation of the
Western Band of the Cherokee
Nation. We still do not know
for sure that either Ausborn
or Elizabeth were Cherokee.
But, Clifford Hyde told my
dad, “I am a Cherokee Indian
and my ancestors came out
of North Carolina”. And the
old Cherokee that came to the
Hyde House in the 1920’s told
Clifford and his family that he
stopped at their house because
he knew they were of Cherokee
descent. It’s a mystery my fam-
ily has never solved.

the people using it to help con-
struct it and also get FFA, 4H
and other student groups in-
volved in the construction pro-
cess. The tunnels are delivered
as a complete kit to the site
even down to the screw driver
bits. These projects will pro-
vide citizens who don’t have a
garden spot a controlled envi-
ronment where they can have a
garden and grow fresh food for
their families or to sell.

With each Wiregrass
Tunnel House built, Chest/
Chatt RC&D will also pro-
vide a field day to demonstrate
how to best operate the tunnel
houses. These field days will
be presented by experts on tun-
nel houses so the citizens who
use the structure can maximize
their yields with minimal cost
and produce vegetables with
the most nutrition for their
families. The goal of this proj-
ect is to show young people
where food comes from, how it
is grown, and to encourage citi-
zens to get back to the basics
and grow some of their food for
a healthier lifestyle.

These Tunnel houses
have been approved by the
USDA NRCS for the EQUIP
program in Georgia and Ala-
bama so the design and quality
meets the standards set by the
USDA NRCS. They can also
be purchased without going
thru EQUIP.

Chestatee/Chatta-
hoochee RC&D Council is
one of two authorized dealers
for these Seasonal High Tun-
nel Houses in Georgia. The

Seasonal High Tunnels also re-
quire an irrigation system since
itis covered from rain and most
growers use drip tape to effec-
tively keep the plants moist and
watered.

I collect rain water from
gutters on my house and barn
and pipe it into an underground
storage tank where it is then
pumped up to a holding tank
and fed into the drip tape and
to the plants by gravity. This
natural watering process works
very well and the operat-
ing costs are practically zero.
Check this column for loca-
tions where these tunnel houses
will be erected in your area.

the IRS and asking for money,
here is what you should do:

If you know, you owe
taxes or think you might owe,
call the IRS at 1-800-829-
1040. The IRS workers can
help you with a payment is-
sue.

If you know, you do not
owe taxes or have no reason
to believe that you do, report
the incident to the Treasury
Inspector General for Tax
Administration (TIGTA) at
1.800.366.4484 or atwww.
tigta.gov.

You can file a complaint
using the FTC Complaint As-
sistant; choose “Other” and
then “Imposter Scams.” If
the complaint involves some-
one impersonating the IRS,
include the words “IRS Tele-
phone Scam” in the notes.

Remember, too, the
IRS does not use unsolicited
email, text messages or any
social media to discuss your
personal tax issue. For more
information on reporting tax
frauds, go to www.irs.gov
and type “scam” in the search
box.

If you receive any re-
quests to send money in or-
der to receive any type of
winnings, etc... it is a scam.
Always remember... never
ever give your personal infor-
mation out over the phone or
in an email. If you receive a
suspicious email or an email
from an unknown source, do
not open it. If you are asked
for your bank account num-
bers, social security number,
or date of birth, do not give
this information out. Stay
a step ahead with the latest
info and practical tips from
the nation’s consumer protec-
tion agency. Browse the FTC
website, scam alerts, by topic
or by most recent.
