Suches - Approxi-
mately $246,598 in Sparsity 
Grant funding for Woody Gap 
School is part of recommend-
ed budget cuts recommended 
by Georgia Gov. Nathan Deal. 
 The funding is vital to 
the smallest public school 
in Georgia, Union County 
Schools Superintendent Gary 
Steppe said.
 “It's the equivalent to 
six teaching positions,” Steppe 
said. “It's money we don't have 
in our budget.”
 It's all part of the state's 
attempt to cut $2,596,642 from 
a vital funding program called 
Sparsity Grants, a program 
endorsed long ago by former 
State Rep. Carlton Colwell. 
 Sparsity Grants are dis-
tributed to 21 school systems, 
including Woody Gap School 
and Towns County Schools.
 The grant funding is in 
jeopardy because the state is 
looking to cut 3 percent from 
the annual $2 million plus 
Sparsity Grant program. 
 Woody Gap School, 
located on the mountain-
ous Georgia 60, qualifies for 
$246,598 in Sparsity Grant 
funding because of its travel 
time to bus students to Union 
County Schools.

 In the Non-Quality Ba-
sic Education Formula grants, 
the governor’s budget rec-
ommends reducing funds for 
Residential Treatment Centers 
and Sparsity Grants by 3 per-
cent. 
 In late February, the 
House of Representatives re-
duced these cuts to 1 percent. 
 The Senate Appropria-

tions Committee, which in-
cludes District 51 State Sen. 
Steve Gooch, kept the 1 per-
cent cut to Residential Treat-
ment Center funding and 
eliminated the cuts to Sparsity 
Grant funding. 
 The cuts to Sparsity 
Grant funding will be resolved 

The first official day 
of Georgia's new title tax al-
most went smoothly in Union 
County on Friday, Tax Com-
missioner Lee Knight said.
 A couple of folks who 
had purchased cars from pri-
vate individuals didn't quite 
understand that to get a title 

for their recently purchased 
vehicles, that they were go-
ing to have to pay 6.5 percent 
of the car's value, or  what's 
now commonly referred to as 
Georgia's Title Tax.
 “Fortunately, Jenni-
fer (Kerr) got them calmed 
down,” Knight said. “Other 
than that, it's gone real good. 
Everything is working well, 
the state's computer system 
has worked real well. It looks 
like they've got all the soft-
ware that will prompt us to ware that will prompt us to 

stay on track and calculate the 
title ad valorem tax.”
 A gentleman from Flor-
ida who had just moved here 
paid half of his title tax on Fri-
day and will pay the rest over 
the next 12 months, Knight 
said.
 “He wanted to do that 
because he said he was broke 
after moving up here from 
Florida,” Knight said. 
 One problem that did

 No one really knew 
what to expect when the Union 
County School Board met 
with taxpayers last week at the 
Union County Middle School 
Gymnasium.
 The forum, designed 
for the school board to answer 
questions about the upcom-
ing March 19th vote for an 
education sales tax extension, 
brought out details that the 
school board has no intentions 
of bonding the proposed sales 
tax extension if approved by 
voters.
 The school system will 
have almost $4 million left over 
to carry into the sales tax ex-
tension, Board Chairman Gary 
Davenport told the crowd.
 The excess ESPLOST 
dollars are a result of the 
board's decision not to build 
a new football stadium and a 
multi-use auditorium originally 

listed in the 2008 ESPLOST.
 The football stadium was 
projected to cost $4 million and 
the multi-purpose auditorium 
was slated to cost $7 million, 
Davenport said.

“We weren't confident 
that we'd have enough money 
to finish those projects, so we 

didn't start them,” Davenport 
told the crowd. “It turned out to 
be a good decision on our part. 
If you start a SPLOST project, 
you must complete it. We would 
have had to borrow funds to do 
that.
 “Going into this pro-
posed ESPLOST extension, we 

have money to work with early 
on, so we don't need to bond 
projects,” he said. “We have 
a bonding option listed on the 
ESPLOST, but, that's just in 
case we need to do so.”
 The school system will 
have paid almost $2 million in 
interest from bonding the 2008 
ESPLOST projects. Interest 
rates have dwindled since, and 
right now, the board would pay 
less than 1 percent of $13.5 
million to bond the proposed 
projects.

All five board members, 
including Davenport, agreed 
that no bonding was neces-
sary.
 “No bond,” said Board 
member John Strickland.
 The board has only one 
bond payment remaining from 
the existing ESPLOST, a $1.5 
million payment in August, 
and then, the school system is 
debt free, Davenport said.
 “I'm for using the entire 
amount from an extended ES-
