Pre-K classroom space is nec-
essary.”

Steppe talked with 
Bright From The Start, Geor-
gia’s Early Care and Learning 
program, and was told that 
Union County is a Priority I 
County, meaning the Pre-K 
program is underserved. 

The school system has 
prepared a grant that could 
fund an additional classroom. 
The cost would be $100,000 
for teacher, paraprofessional, 
and classroom equipment, 
Steppe said.

“There’s a good chance 
that we can get funding, but I 
can’t guarantee that,” Steppe 
told the BOE. 

“We know the children 
served by the Pre-K program, 
that it helps them later on,” 
Steppe said. “If it was up to 
me, I’d have every 4-year-old 
in the county in that program. 

It’s important and it really 
makes a huge difference. 

“I’d like for you to 
consider funding one or two 
classrooms,” Steppe said. “I 
think we’ll get enough chil-
dren to fill two classrooms. 
I think it’s critical to do this, 

and I know it’s a bit of a risk, 
but I believe the more children 
we can reach and get enrolled 
in Pre-K will be benefited 
overall.”

Associate Superinten-
dent Dr. Jeremy Williams said 
the program is only 7-to-10 

children away from justifying 
a fourth classroom.

For parents who work 
and transportation is an issue, 
Union County Schools offers 
transportation for Pre-K stu-
dents, Steppe told the BOE.

“That’s a big plus,” 

Steppe said. “I don’t know 
of any other Pre-K programs 
that offer that. It’s a real plus 
for the community to offer 
the Pre-K program. It gets 
the young kids off to a really 
good start.”

BOE member Cynthia 

Byers supports the Pre-K pro-
gram.

“I think there’s a need 
and I think with additional 
space, we’ll have a lot more 
kids signing up,” she said. 

“Financially, it’s a risk, 
but I think it’s a risk worth 
taking,” Steppe said. “We 
may have to support this with 
local funds, because we don’t 
know if we’re going to get the 
grant or not.”

“It’s something we 
can’t afford not to do,” Byers 
said. “This adds to our school 
system.”

Short-term effects in-
clude slowed breathing, 
clouded mental functioning, 
nausea and vomiting, seda-
tion; drowsiness, hypothermia 
(body temperature lower than 
normal), and coma or death 
due to overdose, according to 
the website.
