region and discovered that 
what is believed to be the 
same three men tried to pur-
chase gift cards from the Dol-
lar General Store in Graham 
County, NC.

However, the clerk at 
that store seemed wise to their 
game and refused them ser-
vice as they tried to purchase 
gift cards at that store, Sgt. 
Osborn said.

“We’ve enlisted the aid 
of the U.S. Secret Service to 
assist in this investigation,” 
Sgt. Osborn said. “The Secret 

Service is the federal arm of 
investigation regarding coun-
terfeit money. Together, we’ll 
track down where these indi-
viduals are working and hope-
fully bring them to justice.

“We ask everyone, in-
cluding store merchants to be 
on the lookout for individuals 
passing $100 bills,” Sgt. Os-
born said. “These $100 bills 
passed the pen test. The thing 
to look out for is that the serial 
numbers on these bills, the last 
four digits are the same. 

“It’s also come to our 

attention that the Atlanta area 
is on alert for individuals 
passing counterfeit $20 bills, 
that like the $100s used here, 
passed the pen test, and the 
serial numbers are identical,” 
Sgt. Osborn said. 

“It’s very important to 
stay on top of counterfeit cash 
being used at local markets,” 
Sgt. Osborn said. “If coun-
terfeit currency infiltrates our 
legitimate currency, it can 
create some serious problems, 
problems that we want to 
eliminate quickly.”

“Arbor Day is desig-
nated for tree planting and 
the Garden Clubs of Georgia 
encourage the participation 
in tree planting,” the procla-
mation read. “The Blairsville 
Garden Club recognizes that 
the third Friday in February 
is designated as Arbor Day in 
the State of Georgia.”

A tree was planted at the 
Pat Haralson Civic Center on 
Tuesday, Feb. 17 to commem-
orate the 148th anniversary of 
Arbor Day and the 21st year in 
Union County.

In other news, the Union 
County Commissioner's Exec-
utive Assistant Peggy Deyton 
will be retiring on March 27th 
after 10 years.
