“The Ten
Commandments have
profoundly influenced the
formation of Western legal
thought and the formation of
our country. That influence is
clearly seen in the Declaration
of Independence, which
declared that ‘We hold these
truths to be self-evident, that
all men are created equal,
that they are endowed by

their Creator with certain
unalienable Rights, that among
these are Life, Liberty, and the
pursuit of Happiness.” The
Ten Commandments provide
the moral background of the
Declaration of Independence
and the foundation of our legal
tradition.”

The Rev. Cline stated
that, “It’s important for us all
to remember these documents
and how important they are
to our country and what they
mean to our country — it’s a
part of history that many have
forgotten, and this is a great
way to remember them.”

Commissioner Paris
went through each of the

in American history,” and
he called Lady Justice a
“symbol of the fair and equal
administration of the law,
without corruption, prejudice
or favor.”
