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Farmers Market. Ramps, like
onions, are not for everyone,
but the variety of methods that
are now used to cook and eat
ramps makes it even enjoyable
to me, a person who will not
eat an onion unless inside an
onion ring.

Q. How do we apply to
be a vendor at the Farmers
Market?

A. Unfortunately for
this year, it is too late as all
reserved booths are already
taken. However, you can con-
tact the Market to see when a
few booths will be available on
certain days for walk-ins.

Q. Who can be a ven-
dor at the market?

A. Vendors must be

local farmers or gardeners,
processors  of  agricultural
commodities, artists, or hand-
crafters who have produced
the items for sale. All vendors
must reside and produce items
they sell in Union County or a
county contiguous with Union
County. Those selling must be
the original producers (or fam-
ily members of producers) of
all items being sold.

Q. How is the best way
to contact someone at the
Farmers Market?

Cost for the event is $5
which will include a locally pre-
pared lunch. This event is open to
anyone interested in learning how
professional foresters manage the
only renewable natural resource
that we have, our forests.

Pre-registration is re-
quested in order for the cook to
make plans, but we won’t turn
anyone away at the gate. For
