It marks the first blood
drive by Chattanooga, Tenn.-
based Blood Assurance.

It's also a blood drive
celebrating the birthday of
fallen Union County sheriff's 
Deputy Derrick Whittle.

All the blood donated
will be used for Union General
Hospital in honor of the mem-
ory of Badge No. 221, better
known as Deputy Whittle. 

The blood drive is
scheduled between the hours
of 11 a.m. and 4 p.m. at the 
Union County Courthouse, on 
April 11th. 

The blood collected
will be used at Union General
and will serve the people of 
Union County and its guests.
Blood Assurance, will clean 

the blood donated here, per-
form 13 different tests on it 
and then return it right back to
our area for use.  

Right now they are run-
ning approximately 50 percent
short of the 1,200 or so units
Union General needs for its
supply. 

The collection date,
April 11th, wasn't chosen at 

random.  
 It has a special connec-
tion to Union County and to 
the people who loved Deputy 
Derrick Whittle. 

It's his birthday, and
Blood Assurance selected the 
date to host a blood drive here
to honor his birthday and to

Davenport to be honored Friday

Major Leon Davenport

 Most people only know 
Leon Davenport as the retired 
administrator of Union Gen-
eral Hospital.
 On Friday, an entire 
community will know him as 
the namesake of the Veterans 
Building off Georgia High-
way 515 in Blairsville.

The building, formerly
the Blairsville-Union County
ChamberofCommerceBuild-
ing,now, the county'sveterans
building, will be dedicated in
honor of U.S. Army Major 
(retired) Leon Davenport. 
 A Union County native, 
Davenport is one of the most 
decorated veterans in U.S. 
Military history, and without 
a doubt, the most decorated
soldier in Union County his-
tory.

Davenport began his

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military career as a U.S. Army 
private in 1945 and rose
through the ranks to major,
receiving a battlefield com-
mission in Korea in 1953.

During his 22-year mil-
itary career, Davenport served 
131 months overseas, being
stationed in the Philippine 
Islands (1945), Japan (1945-

1950), Korea (1950-1951 and
1952-1953), Germany (1962-
1965), and Vietnam (1968-
1969).

He was a member of
the famed 24th Infantry Divi-
sion, the first American unit to
see action during the Korean
Conflict.

During the course of
his military career, Daven-
port was awarded three Silver 
Stars, one Bronze Star with V 
for Valor, one Bronze Star for 
Meritorious Service, a Purple 
Heart, an Air Medal with Nine
Oak Leaf clusters, an Army 
Commendation Medal with 
Oak Leaf cluster, an Ameri-
can Campaign Medal, Asiat-
ic-Pacific Campaign Medal,
Philippine Liberation Medal,
World War II Victory Medal, 
Army of Occupation Medal 
(Japan 1945-1950), National
Defense Service Medal, Ko-

Lance left behind six
children and 16 grandchildren
during his 76 years on this
earth.

The Blairsville City
Council is revisiting its sign
ordinance, this time to revise 
it and make it more business
friendly.

Council member Rhon-
da Mahan prompted the revi-
sion of the sign ordinance,
which has been the focal
point of some controversy.

During the March 5th
council meeting, Mahan
asked the council to consid-
er abolishing the ordinance
based on the fact that it's
caused nothing but trouble
for the city.

Aftertalkingitoverwith
the council, Mahan realized 
that the city would need a sign
ordinance in some fashion to 
prevent an uneven advantage
between local businesses.
“We need to make Blairsville 

more business friendly,” she
said. “We need to focus on 
doing what's best for our ex-
isting businesses and future
businesses.”
 So, the council has City 
Attorney Jana Akins work-
ing to revise the ordinance to
make it business friendly.

Blairsville Mayor Jim
Conley said another reason to 
revise the sign ordinance is to
make it easier for the city to 
govern.
 “We need to make it 
easier to enforce,” the mayor 
said. “The biggest point is to
make it more business friend-
ly. We've got to have an ordi-
nance, we can't just say forget
it and put it in the trash can.

“Rhonda suggest that
we do away with it, but that
was just Rhonda speaking
out of frustration,” the mayor 
said. “Council members get
swamped with phone calls, 
folks get unhappy having to
comply with something.”
 Mayor Conley said that 
Akins has boiled the ordi-
nance down to about half its
original size.
