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would reestablish that trust 
with the membership.

“I believe I’m qualified 
because I’ve got 40-plus years 
of business experience, I’ve 
served on a number of boards 
during that time, currently, 
I’m on the board of the Blairs-
ville-Union County Chamber 
of Commerce.

“I think I have the in-
tegrity to do what’s right for 
the vast majority of the mem-
bership,” Malone said. “And I 
have no special interests, I’m 
just a residential customer; I 
don’t have a business interest 
tied into the EMC.

“Those are the reasons 
I’m running, and those are the 
reasons I believe I am quali-
fied,” Malone said.

Malone would need ap-
proximately 105-110 signa-
tures to get his name on the 
Board of Directors’ ballot for 
Union County.

This is the fourth year 
in a row that Union County 

has hosted the North Georgia
