Freshman Maddie Horinek shot an 89 for the eighth best score of 
the Class AA State Tournament.

Kacie Godwin’s score of 100 was second on the team and combined 
with Horinek’s 89, placed Union in a tie for seventh.

Lydia Gray fired a 112 for Union County at the State Tournament. At State in Augusta, Autumn Johnson birdied the par 3 sixth hole.

Augusta - The Union 
County Lady Panthers golf 
team put an exclamation point 
on its 2014 season by plac-
ing in a tie for seventh at the 
Class AA State Tournament at 
Pointe South Golf Course in 
Augusta.

Sixty-six girls teed it up 
last week along with Union’s 
four representatives who were 
being led by Maddie Horinek. 
The freshman paced the Lady 
Panthers with an 89, good 
enough for an 11th place indi-
vidual finish in the State.

Behind Horinek for 
Union was Kacie Godwin who 
shot a 100 and finished in a tie 
for 30th. Lydia Gray finished 
46th with a 112, and Autumn 
Johnson placed tied for 57th 
with a 141. 

Team-wise, Horinek and 
Godwin combined for a 189, 
thirty-five strokes behind State 
Champion Vidalia, who were 
almost 20 strokes better than 
the rest of the field. 

The Lady Panthers, who 
tied with Lovett,  finished two 
strokes back of sixth place 
and Region 8-AA rival Rabun 
County. Union and Lovett 
were two shots better than 
ninth place Bremen and five 
strokes ahead of 10th place St. 
Vincent’s Academy.

Horinek shot a 45 on 
the back nine and a 44 on the 
front that included a par on the 
336-yard, par 4 third hole. She 
picked up another par on the 
fifth hole - a 436-yard par 5.

She recorded bogies on 
number one, two, four, six, 
seven, and eight and suffered 
from a double bogey on the 
ninth hole - a 342-yard par 4. 

Following a bogey on 
the par 4 tenth, Horinek scored 
a 4 on the 11th - a 370-yard par 
4. She went bogey-bogey on 12 
and 13 before suffering from 
back-to-back double bogies 

on the par three 14th and the 
par five 15th.

A par on the 370-yard 
17th was sandwiched between 
a pair of bogies on hole 16 

and 18.
Godwin recorded two 

pars on her day, each coming 
on a par 3. She got a 3 on the 
sixth hole, a 110-yard par 3 and 

the 14th, a 140-yard par 3. 
She picked up bogies on 

holes two, four, and seven. She 
suffered from double bogies 
on one, three, eight, and nine, 

along with a 9 on the par 5 
fifth hole for a 51 on the front 
nine. The back nine was a little  
better where she shot a 49. She 
scored a bogey on 11, 12, and 

15, and double bogies on 10, 
16, 17, and 18.

Gray shot a 55 on the 
front none and a 57 on the back 
nine. The senior picked up a 
bogey on one, six, and seven 
on the front and 10, 13, and 18 
on the back.

Johnson recorded Union 
County’s lone birdie of the 
day on the 110-yard par 3 
sixth hole. She shot a 67 on 
the front nine and a 74 on the 
back nine. 

Behind State Champion 
Vidalia was State Runner Up 
Wesleyan, 18 shots back with 
a 176. Third place belonged to 
another 8-AA squad, the Social 
Circle Lady Redskins, who tied 
with the Calhoun Lady Yellow 
Jackets, Both were three shots 
out of second with a 179.

Fif th place went to 
Greater Atlanta Christian 
with a 185. Jefferson, Region 
8-AA’s fourth representative in 
the top 11, tied with Bowdon at 
199. Toombs County was 13th 
at 204, Armuchee was 14th at 
219, Berrien was 15th at 228, 
and Monticello 16th at 252.

Individually, Vidalia had 
two golfers break 80. Katie 
Dalton shot a tournament low 
75 with 13 pars and a birdie. 
Layne Carter fired a 79 with 
eight pars and two birdies to 
tie Wesleyan’s Alissa Yang for 
second place, who recorded 
seven pars and two birdies.

Individual qualifier, 
Thomasville’s Karson Stone 
placed fourth with an 81. 
Vidalia’s number three golfer, 
Jesse Dalton placed fifth with 
an 83. 

Another  ind iv idua l 
qualifier, Jeff Davis’ Macy 
Coleman was sixth with an 
85, GAC’s Elizabeth Mizell 
was seventh at 86, individual 
qualifier Marjorie Bryant from 
Davidson Fine Arts school, 
Social Circle’s Makenna Gray, 
and Calhoun’s Kate Mashburn 
all tied for eighth with an 88 in 
front of Horinek’s 89.
