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Remember...continued from Page 1A
seeking the community’s help in 
raising funds to bring four sov-
ereign Native American nations 
to Union County in a celebratory 
homecoming.

Blairsville Field Office 
Manager Bob Spaulding of the 
Georgia Department of Veterans 
Service coordinated the parade 
effort as well as the ceremony 
afterward, which took place at the 
Union County War Memorial.

Many of those involved 
in the parade attended the sub-
sequent ceremony, including a 
number of veterans and several 
World War II veterans, such as 
Anceberry Burnette of Union 
and Clarence E. “Bud” Johnson 
of Towns.

Father and son team Bill 
and Chuck Honaker led the cer-
emony, with assistance from the 
North Georgia Honor Guard, the 
leaders of Union County’s vet-
erans organizations and the Boy 
Scouts of America Troop 101 
Northeast Georgia Council.

The Union County High 
School Band and the Appala-
chian St. Andrews Pipes and 
Drums provided music for both 
the parade and the ceremony, and 
CW4 Jerry Cannon, U.S. Army 
(Ret.), who is also a member of 
Appalachian St. Andrews, deliv-
ered the keynote address.

“As you know, there are 
three distinct military holidays 
that we observe: Veterans Day, 
where we celebrate the living 
veterans of our great military 
and naval forces; Armed Forces 
Day, where we honor the men 
and women currently serving 
on active and reserve duty; Me-

After be-
ing sent to Vietnam he was 
severely wounded and spent 
many months in hospitals 
overseas where he received 
lifesaving surgeries. He then 
spent 11 months in the hospi-
tal at Ft. Benning, GA where

He is also a member of 
the VFW, American Legion, 
and the Honor Guard. He 
volunteered at the Deptart-
ment of Family & Children 

Services for many years tak-
ing hundreds of people to 
doctors, dentists, and other 
various appointments as far 
as Augusta, GA, Asheville, 
NC and many other distant 
locations. He and his wife 
were the first foster parents 
in Union County & he has 
been a pastor for 37 years. 
He is loved and respected by 
many in Union County and 
surrounding states.
