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Angie Hughes, Lee University finish third at NCCAA World Series

With her team’s season on
the line in the Loser’s Brackett
of the National Christian Col-
lege Athletic Association Softball
World Series, Lee University junior
Angie Hughes went the distance in
a 3-2 victory for her Lady Flames
in the third game of a triple-header
in Troutville, Va.

Opponent Mississippi Col-
lege is one of Lee’s fiercest rivals
but the Lady Flames put 3 runs
on the board in the bottom of the
second inning.

And that proved to be all
of the run support that Hughes
needed.

Union’s two-time Class AA
Pitcher of the Year surrendered two
runs in the fourth - only one earned
as Mississippi College inched
back into the contest, but Hughes
slammed the door.

Usually, Hughes is mowing
down the competition, but on this
night, she had to rely on her de-
fense, and they came through.

She went 7 innings, allow-
ing 4 hits, 1 earned run, 1 strikeout,
and 2 walks.

The following day, Hughes
took the circle once again but re-
ceived no run support, as her team

was no-hit in the Semi Finals of the
NCCAA World Series.

The 2012 Union County
graduate gave up 6 hits and 5 runs
in 4 innings of action. She would
strikeout 3 and walk 4 in the 5-0
loss.

Hughes can hold her head
high knowing that she won 18
games and was the ace of the No.
3 team in the nation.

She finished with an ERA
of 3.27 and went on to strikeout
196 batters in 173 innings, but had

control issues at times - allowing
117 walks and hitting 19 batters.
Walks and hit batters are
what plagued Hughes in her loss
at Young Harris College back in
April.
With family and friends

of Hughes outnumbering the re-
mainder of the crowd, she gave a
performance that she would very
much like to forget.

Young Harris blasted the
Lady Flames 10-2 as Hughes gave
up 9 earned runs in 5.1 innings.

She fanned four, walked four, and
hit a batter.

“The game was a very rough
outing, but it was very exciting to
come play near to home and see
some people I have not seen in
awhile,” Hughes said.

“There were many familiar
faces in the crowd which was very
nice,” she added. “I was excited to
see (Union County Softball) Coach
(Jessica) Stewart, and after a rough
outing she sent me some words of
encouragement. I was also excited
to see (Union County Commis-
sioner) Mr. Paris take time out of
his busy schedule to watch. I was
very thankful to see so many famil-
iar faces. Blairsville is a wonderful
place to grow up.”

The Lady Flames will be
fully eligible for NCAA Division
I postseason play next season after
finishing fourth in the Gulf South
Conference this year.

“I still have one more year
of softball to play, but it is going
to be difficult to never play again,”
Hughes said. “I will miss the game
alot as it has made such an impact
in my life. I do plan to continue to
stay around sports when I gradu-
ate, as I plan to become a sports
nutritionist. I want to try different
sports such as tennis and golf to
stay competitive.
