in your water and what toxins 
are being released.  

If your pond needs treat-
ment for an algae problem, 
there are several options. The 
most common chemical treat-
ments for algal blooms are 
copper based chemicals and 
sodium precarbonate. Copper 
has its advantages because it 
is inexpensive and can even be 
used to prevent blooms. How-
ever, because it kills so many 
algae so quickly, it could cause 
a mass release of algal toxins. 
Before applying copper to your 
pond, test the hardness of the 
water in your pond. If the wa-
ter is too soft, treatment with 
copper may actually be harm-
ful to fish.  Rainbow trout, koi 
and blue catfish are especially 
sensitive to copper treatment, 
so be sure to explore all op-
tions before treating. An al-
ternative to copper is sodium 
precarbonate, which not only 
kills algae but also helps to get 
rid of toxins that are released 
during treatment. However, 
toxins will eventually degrade 
on their own with exposure to 
more sunlight as the algae dies 
off.  

To prevent future 
blooms, be sure to maintain 
grass buffers that will prevent 
excessive nutrients from en-
tering the pond. Also, if you 
have livestock around the wa-
ter source, limit their access to 
only a few points. This prevents 
mass contamination of the wa-
ter with manure that could 
otherwise feed algae and other 
pond weeds, as well as prevent-
ing erosion and damage to buf-
fers. Always be careful when 
applying fertilizer near bodies 
of water as contamination with 
nitrogen or phosphorous may 
also encourage algae growth.

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the Byzantinian town of Nicaea, it 
was a council of the many differ-
ent religions calling themselves 
Christians or followers of Yeshua, 
and the apostle Paul.

The new fire station will 
be a great asset to the depart-
ment and the citizens of Union 
County. It will enable the home 
and business owners to lower 
their insurance premiums and it 
will also increase the capabili-
ties of department to respond 
to emergencies. Union County

A. I could go on and on, 

but until about three years ago, 
ISO had always given a better 
(lower) rating for citizens that 
lived within a 5-mile radius of a 
properly equipped fire station. In 
most rural areas, this meant a vol-
unteer fire station. So rural fire 
departments all across this coun-
try started a process to establish a 
fire station within a 5-mile radius 
of as many homes as possible in 
a county or city. This was done 
over several years and at a sig-
nificant expense. We have built 
the final four stations in Union 
County since I have been in of-
fice with a total of 12 now. 

Inexplicably and without 
warning, about three years ago, 
ISO, after most every fire de-
partment in the country used this 
5-mile radius, they decided to 
change the designation to 5-road 
miles. And where before if a sub-
division entrance was located 
within the 5-mile radius, the 
entire subdivision received the 
better rating. Now all of a sud-
den we have homes all over the 
county that are not covered any 
longer and have higher insurance 
premiums. 

Q. Is there anyone to 
complain to about the new ISO 
rating system?

A. No, but I can tell you 
who gets those complaints and it 
is me and other commissioners 
across the state and nation. 

Q. Have you done any-
thing to help correct this prob-
lem?

A. Well, I called an ISO 
representative about three years 
ago when they first changed this 
guideline and guess what they 
said? They told me that they were 
only a data collection company 
who collected data from counties 
and cities. I later found out that 
they sell this data to insurance 
companies. They further stated 
that the Insurance companies did 
not have to use their ISO data nor 
adjust their premiums because of 
it.  It was totally up to the insur-

ance company whether they use 
it or not.

Q. Did it impact premi-
ums when they first made the 
ISO changes?

A. Some, but not much. 
When people have called us over 
the past three years with higher 
insurance premiums, we simply 
told them to call another insur-
ance company because the com-
pany they were dealing with was 
taking advantage of them. So we 
figured that this might not re-
ally be a problem.  However, that 
seems to have changed now. It ap-
pears that several other insurance 
companies realize if they use the 
new ISO guidelines, it will allow 
them to charge much higher pre-
miums for those people who fall 
through the cracks between the 
5-mile radius and five road miles. 
I am working with the Associa-
tion of County Commissioners 
(ACCG) to see if we can find a 
solution.

Q. What can the county 
do to help those of us who are 
“in between” and have in-
creased premiums?

A. Please see Fire Chief 
David Dyer’s column in this 
week’s newspaper to get some 
more details.  Basically, the Fire 
Department has a five-year plan 
to try to include more of these 
areas that have received higher 
ratings because of the new ISO 
guidelines. It will involve possi-
bly four more fire stations having 
to be built in strategic locations in 
Union County and all the equip-
ment required. However, the area 
that will include the most homes, 
nearly 200, will be a new station 
at the new development men-
tioned above on Hwy 19/129 
North. The sad thing is that these 
new stations are not needed for 
better fire protection, but to sat-
isfy an industry that I am sus-
pect of the real need of all these 
changes.
