fortunate in our community. He 
contacted Mickey Cummings, 
the County’s UGA Agriculture 
Extension Officer and found-
ing father/director of the Union 
County Farmers Market about 
the possibility of farming some 
of that community garden to 
share the harvest with local 
food pantries and food banks. 

That first year he planted 
and harvested 5 rows. This year 
he has planted 75 tomato plants,  
a few dozen sweet potato plant-
ings,  rows of cabbage, squash 
and peppers. Just as the school 
year came to a close, some of 
our FFA students came to help 
get this year’s garden started. 
But for the most part, Dar-
rell toils alone in his efforts to 
bring goodness to the tables of 
those less fortunate. His efforts 
are subsidized by donations of 
plants from local nurseries and 
farms. There’s no expense in 
chemicals, because the garden 
is organic. 

I share this information 
with you because as a commu-
nity, we are generous with our 
time, our patronage and our 
hearts. We live here, not just 
because of the mountain’s ma-
jestic beauty, but we thrive on 
the goodness of the people we 
share life with here in Union 
County. The Community Gar-
den is an opportunity to grow 
your own or help Darrell grow 
nourishing, fresh veggies for 
those less fortunate. It’s not a 
life long commitment. It could 
just be one early morning this 
summer you make it over there 
to till some morning glories 
out of the garden or pick some 
squash and tomatoes. Later in 
the season, he’ll need help can-
ning tomatoes at the Canning 
Plant, all to be donated. The 
sign outside the garden reads 
“God’s work……Our hands”. 
Darrell Golnitz’s phone num-
ber is on the sign. (706) 897-
6920. Call him and share with 
him if you and your family are 
in need of fresh veggies. Or if 
you’d like to donate a morn-
ing to helping, call and let him 
know when and he’ll meet you 
there to work with you. 

Some folks have thought 
that the Community Garden 
means “help yourself”, but 
that’s not the case. There are 
“U-Pick em” places up and 
down the corridors of these 
highlands. But for those in 
need, a simple request is all 
that is necessary. You can also 
stop at the Union County Food 

Pantry Monday, Tuesday and 
Wednesday each week, June 
through the first of September, 
to pick up fresh foods donated 
by the Community Garden 
and other generous gardeners/
farmers.

were fighting in the Continental

Later his grandson, 
Charlie Newton Baker, became 
my Great Grandfather. As you 
can see my family, like yours, 

is full of saints, sinners, rogues, 
patriots, healers, inventors, ex-
plorers and settlers.

first start, and to suppress big 
fires in the most critical and 
high risk areas.  Helitack Crews  
“Helitack” crews are specially 
trained in the use of helicopters 
during fire suppression. Some 
of the crew are trained to rap-
pel from the helicopter to reach 
fire in remote locations quickly. 
Because they can be rapidly de-
ployed, they are often the first to 
respond to a wildfire.   

Smokejumpers - These 
airborne firefighters parachute 
from planes to attack wildfires 
in remote and inaccessible areas 
when the fire first begins. They 
are often supported by para-car-
go drops of personal gear, food, 
water, and specialized equip-
ment to help suppress fires.  

Engine Crews - Engine 
crews, which range in size from 
3 to 10 firefighters, use 250 to 
750 gallons of water and sev-
eral hundred feet of hose to 
directly attack wildfires. Some 
engines carry special equipment 
to spray foam and chemicals on 
homes, and other structures to 
help them resist fire.  

Incident Management 
Teams - These teams consist 

of fire experts whose primary 
responsibility is to develop and 
implement strategies to sup-
press wildfires. Members of the 
team are in charge of providing 
the food, equipment, transporta-
tion, and other goods and ser-
vices that wildland firefighters 
need.  

Wildfire “management” 
is a calculated process where the 
crews try to move the fire away 
from things that don’t need to 
burn to places where it can burn 
things that don’t matter and 
eventually run out of fuel and 
go out.  They don’t “put out” 
those big fires out west, they 
just manage them into places 
where they will run out of fuel 
and stop.  Unfortunately homes 
are sometimes lost, but think 
of what would happen if these 
highly trained crews were not 
between you and the fire.  

Thank a firefighter for 
what they do for all of us.  For 
more information on Wildfire 
contact your local State Forest-
ry Office, US Forest Service of-
fice or Chestatee/Chattahoochee 
RC&D Council.

A. The Georgia Legisla-
ture passed a law this past leg-
islative session legalizing the 
sale of fireworks. The law allows 
counties to adopt their own or-
dinances related to certain parts 
of the new law, all of which we 
do not fully understand yet. We 
were able to purchase a draft or-
dinance from a law firm (much 
less expensive than having our 
own drafted by attorneys) that 
will be providing this informa-
tion to many counties. This 
resolution that we adopted is 
to notify the world that we will 
be adopting an ordinance in the 
near future, but we cannot adopt 
it until after the new law takes ef-
fect July 1. At this point, the state 
still has regulations that it must 
adopt.  Then our ordinance will 
take a minimum of two months 
after that date to pass because of 
the statutory time requirements 
in adopting a new ordinance.

Q. What is the best way 
to dispose of alkaline batter-
ies?  

A. Battery manufacturers 

have eliminated all the added 
mercury from alkaline batter-
ies. This makes them safe to be 
thrown away with household 
garbage and taken to the transfer 
station.  They should not be dis-
posed of by fire because there is 
a big chance of them exploding. 
You also have to be careful if the 
batteries are leaking potassium 
hydroxide because it can cause 
chemical burns. Also, be cau-
tious of putting 9 Volt batteries in 
with your household trash. If the 
positive and negative ends come 
in contact with metal or with an-
other battery, a spark can occur, 
causing a fire. The best practice 
is to throw away old batteries in 
the small package you received 
the new ones in, or tape them to-
gether with the tape covering the 
terminals.
