appropriate public education
of students with disabilities in
the Union County Schools, the
Special Education department
announces its intention to de-
stroy special education records
by Julyl, 2016.

Records of students
who were enrolled in a spe-
cial education program in the
Union County School System
who were born before June 1,
1994 and were 22 years of age
by June 1, 2016, or graduated

with a regular high school di-
ploma, are no longer needed
for educational purposes.

The student may need
these records for Social Se-
curity or other reasons. If you
as a former special education
student wish to obtain these
records prior to destruction,
you should contact the Special
Education Records Depart-
ment, Union County Board of
Education, 124 Hughes Street,
Blairsville, GA 30512. Posi-
tive identification will be re-
quired before records can be
released to the individual.

During the eighth and fi-
nal game, the Panthers knocked
off Towns County for the sec-
ond consecutive time with
Union rallying for six runs in
their final at bat.

Entering the bottom of
the third, the Panthers were on
top at 2-0 but the Indians struck
for three in their half of the in-

ning for a 3-2 advantage.

That score would remain
unchanged until the top of the
sixth when Union loaded the
bases with nobody out.

A base hit knotted the
score at 3-3 and an infield
single allowed another run to
cross - making it 4-3.

A two-run double blew
things open at 6-3 before the
Indians recorded the first out
on an RBI groundout.

The Panthers added the
eighth and final run on a two-
out balk.

Towns recorded a one-
out base hit in the bottom of
the sixth but were unable to
threaten any further.

The Panthers opened the
tournament on Friday, June
17th with back-to-back wins.

Sunday would see Union
suffer its first and only defeat at
the hands of the Hall County
Thunder, forcing the Panthers
into action again that same day
when they secured their second
victory over Banks County.
