Late Model Dream XXI en route to his first crown jewel victory
*He completed a 265-point swing from fourth place (125 points behind) 
to first place (140 points ahead) in the Lucas Oil championship stand-
ings.
*He led 278 of 495 possible feature laps (56.2 percent).
*He had a single flag-to-flag victory (May 30 in Florence Speedway’s 
Ralph Latham Memorial), never won the pole position and only once 
came from the front row (at Florence) to win.
*He started as far back as 11th before triumphing (in Lucas Oil action 
on June 19 at Cherokee Speedway in Gaffney, SC).

The Union County 12&U 
Dizzy Dean All-Star team trav-
eled to Dawsonville to compete 
in the District 6 baseball tourna-
ment last week. 

The Panthers came away 
with the championship trophy by 
winning six-out-of-seven games 
in the double-elimination tourna-
ment. Two of their victories came 
against the Jefferson Dragons, 
whom the Panthers defeated 
in the 2013 10&U tournament 
championship game. 

The Panthers defeated 
Jackson County in the final two 
games on Wednesday after losing 
to them in the finals of the win-
ner’s bracket contest on Tuesday. 
After several tight games that 
were decided in the last innings, 
the Panthers proceeded to score 
17 runs in the first inning of the 
championship game and cruised 
to a 21-6 victory.

The 12&U squad will face 
host team Forsyth County, a.k.a. 
Sharon Springs, in the opening 
round of the tournament. Sharon 
Springs lost the first two games 
of it’s District 4 tournament, 
played during the final weekend 
of June.

After the 10&U baseball 
tournament, hosted by the Fan-
nin County Rec Department, had 
dwindled down to four teams 
back on June 29th, the rains came 
and never let up. A relentless del-
uge pushed the tournament back 
to Saturday, July 4th, but as of 
June 5th, there appeared to be no 
end in sight to the precipitation 

so the tournament was canceled 
and all four teams were granted 
a spot in the Dizzy Dean State 
Tournament.

Union County, along with 
White and Barrow counties each 
had one loss in the double elimi-
nation tourney, while Jefferson 
was the only team remaining in 
the winners bracket and were 
waiting to see which of the other 
three teams they would square off 
with the in the title game.

But unfortunately, we will 
never know if the Panthers would 
have survived the sudden-death, 
three-team mini-tourney, and 
then, have enough left in the tank 
to take out Jefferson, not once, 
but twice.

In the opening round, the 
Panthers suffered an upset at the 
hands of Dawson County. But 
with their backs against the wall, 
Union County came out swing-
ing and knocked both Lumpkin 
County and Banks County from 
the tournament before they were 
set to square off with Barrow 
County, with White County wait-
ing in the wings for the victor.

As of this writing, the 
10&U baseball state brackets 
have yet to be released.

Last month, the 10&U 
softball team became the first 
Union County team of the sum-
mer to claim a District title.

On Friday, June 26th, state 
play opened in Carrollton with 

the Lady Panthers defeating 
Gordon County, and getting the 
tourney off on the right foot. 

Unfortunately, lady-luck 
would turn against Union as they 
suffered back-to-back losses to 
Cedartown on Saturday, the 27th 
and Jackson County, who the 
Lady Panthers defeated in the 
District semi-finals, and later in 
the Championship contest.

As for the Union County 
14&U baseball team, they also 
came out of the gates strong in the 
Jefferson-hosted tournament. 

A pair of victories came 
in round one and round two over 
Hall County on Friday, June 19th 
and Fannin County on Saturday, 
June 20th. 

However, things quickly 
turned sour as the Panthers fell 
to rival Towns County later in 
the day on Saturday. Then, on 
Sunday, another rival, Fannin, 
served up some revenge to Union 
County with a victory.

Fannin would go on to win 
the championship with Towns 
placing second. Both squads 
reached state and both are cur-
rently in action, but hanging 
on by a thread in the losers 
bracket.
