Back in those days the 
Trapptown Baseball Team was 
serious about winning and pro-
tecting their own.

At the Farmers Market 
we are also serious about pro-
tecting our farmers. Therefore 
all the produce you are presently 
seeing is locally grown with the 
exceptions of sweet potatoes and 
melons. Our local ones are not 
ready yet. Also, we do not grow 
peaches so the peaches you are 
seeing are from elsewhere. But, 
the beans, squash, tomatoes, 

sweet corn and other types of 
produce are locally grown. You 
will also see some “Georgia 
Grown” signs throughout the 
market. The people displaying 
these signs are selling items pro-
duced in Georgia. 

The Green Bean Festival 
will be held at the Farmers Mar-
ket on July 25th. We will have 
some interesting events at the 
Festival. There will be a Green 
Bean Pizza Eating Contest. 
There will be a Canning Con-
test. You can bring your home 
canned products to the Canning 
Plant the week prior to the fes-
tival and compete against others 
in our own Local Canning Con-
test.

take the project to bid in April and 
have it open in June. However, 
the plans were delayed because 
of equipment changes. Once we 
were unable to build the splash 
pad prior to the pool opening, it 
became impossible to complete 
the project this season. The con-
struction zone will include part 
of the pool area, and this would 
not be safe with small children 
and construction equipment. We 
could either delay the construc-
tion of the splash pad or we could 
have the pool closed the majority 
of the summer so we just chose to 
delay the construction. 

Q. When will the splash 
pad be built?

A. We are close to having 
the final plans redone and com-
pleted. We will have to put the 

project out to bid and advertising 
will take a  couple of months. So 
we still hope to have the con-
struction done this year, at least 
part of it, and then have it ready 
to open when the pool opens in 
the spring.  Yeah!

Q. What is a splash 
pad?

A. This will be a 5,110 
square foot area of small foun-
tains, bucket dumps and other 
assorted water spray areas for the 
enjoyment of tots, probably up to 
pre-school age. It will also have 
a small area for mothers and the 
kids to enjoy about 6” of water to 
wade and sit in.  It will be lots of 
fun and I am very excited at the 
prospects of having this com-
pleted. This will be funded with 
SPLOST dollars.

When considering other 
information that has become 
public in recent months, I 
was not surprised to find that 
the Board of Directors of the 
Cooperative has violated its 
Policy (Bulletin No. 540) that 
prohibits the organization from 
making loans to employees or 
directors for any purpose.

Cooperative loans to 
a least five current or for-
mer board members ranging 
in amounts from $45,591 to 
$1,329 are listed on the 990 
forms filed with the IRS in 
each of those three fiscal years. 
None of the loans have been 
paid and are not judged to be in 
default, thus the Cooperative’s 
Board of Directors who bor-
rowed money currently owe 
$65,399 in unpaid debts to the 
membership.

This abuse of author-
ity is yet another reason why 
members should be deeply 
concerned abou the incompe-
tency of the Board and man-
ager of the EMC. I hope other 
EMC stakeholders will join me 
by defeating the current board 
members who are seeking re-
election in September and re-
placing them with candidates 
who will work to make the co-
operative more transparent and 
more businesslike.
