The team standings were:

I was 
pleased to see that quite a few 
of our runners gained places on 
the second loop yesterday.”

Union will be in action 
next week in Hall County as 
Coach Hughes hopes to trim a 
few seconds off the finishing 
times.

“As we continue to train 
and increase our strength and 
endurance we should be able to 
bring our times down,” Coach 
Hughes said. “Our next meet 
is at Chestatee, which is also 
a challenging course and there 
will be lots of strong competi-
tion. I will be looking for our 
times to improve a little in that 
meet.”
