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Kiwanis golf tournament enters 25th year

On Friday, the 25th, the
Blairsville Kiwanis will host the
25th edition of its annual golf
tournament at Old Union Golf
Course with proceeds going to
scholarships and youth projects
in Union County.

The tournament, presented
by Union General Hospital, will
raise funds to further the Kiwanis
cause of meeting the needs of
children in the local community.

The four-person best-ball
tournament will begin at 12:30
p.m. with a shotgun start fol-
lowing lunch at 11 a.m. Winning
teams will receive cash prizes.
There will also be cash prizes
for closest-to-the-pin on Par
3’s, along with door prizes, and
a Hole-in-One Challenge, pre-
sented by King Ford.

Teams may register to-
gether, or you may enter individu-
ally and be placed on a team that

“We’re not going to turn
anyone away who’s willing to
participate and help the cause,”
said Jimmy Nichols.

Indians were back in it at 30-28.

From that point on, it was
all Union.

Lumpkin attempted some
trickery by going for the onside
kick but the Panthers recovered
at their own 45 with 8:59 left in
the third.

Once again, Union needed
only three plays to find the end-
zone with the first play going for
30 yards on a Wright reception.
Then on 2nd-and-9, Mancuso and
Gilbert hooked up once more, this
time from 24-yards out - making
it a 37-28 game.

“It means a lot and makes
what happened last year totally
worth it,” said Gilbert regarding
his 80-yard, 2 TD second half. He
was knocked out of the game with
a concussion during last year’s
contest at Lumpkin. “(After no
catches in the first half) it was
about regaining my confidence
and focusing. [ knew I could do it,
I just had to believe in myself and
my teammates.”

“He was blocking like
crazy. | know he had two or three
pancakes (blocks)” added Coach
Allison when asked about Gilbert’s
performance. “He was catching
everything thrown to him. He had
the one drop but drops are going to
happen even to the greatest wide
receivers. I know he felt awful
about it and wanted redemption,
especially after the shot he took
last year.”

An Indian fumble was re-
covered by junior safety Zach
Stone and Union was back in
business, just 37 yards away from
another six points.

“Defensively, we did a lot
better job after the first quarter,”
Coach Allison said. “We gave
seven points to them in the third
quarter on a screen where we
missed a tackle, and it if not for
that, we wouldn’thave given them

anything.

A 5-yard run by Mancuso
and a 6-yard reception by Gilbert
moved the chains. Then facing
3rd-and-7, Mancuso picked up 20
on the ground.

On 2nd-and-Goal from
the five, junior Slade Thompson
hauled in Mancuso’s sixth touch-
down pass of the night.

With 4:51 to play in the
third, Union put some distance
between themselves and the visi-
tors at 44-28.

The defense forced another
three-and-out and on first down,
junior running back Nic Rodriguez
broke loose for 17 yards. Three
plays later, Mancuso carried for
12 yards, then Stone ran for five
more.

The fourth quarter opened
with a touchdown pass to Gilbert,
but a horrible missed call, ruled the
Union receiver ‘out-of-bounds.’

That didn’t faze Union
however, on the next play, Man-
cuso and Kiernan capped off the
scoring with a 13-yard touchdown
pass.

Union 51, Lumpkin 28.

Junior Luke Winkler and
sophomore Bryan English com-
bined for a tackle-for-loss on Mat-
thews. On the next play, English
said ‘hello’ to the Lumpkin QB one
more time with a third down sack,
to put the game away.

“It seems like we’re tougher
and more physical,” Coach Allison
said. “We’re a little bit better on the
defensive line but I'm just happy
to get the win and it’s unfortunate
that Dockrey got hurt.”

Wright finished with 80
yards on 3 catches and a score.
Kiernan had 75 yards on 3 catches
with two scores. Thompson caught
4 passes for 26 yards and a TD.

This week, the Panthers
travel to Andrews, NC looking
for their fifth straight win over the

Wildcats, dating back to 1982.
Union County will also be
going for its 250th win as a pro-
gram at 7:30 on Friday.
“Anytime you go up to
North Carolina to face a North
Carolina school it’s going to be a
tough situation,” Allison said.

Learning to live with firearms training and information

The National Rifle As-
sociation course titled “BASIC
PISTOL”, a 12-hour course
demonstrating fundamental
handling of handguns and the
legal ownership, storage, and
use of firearms and informa-
tion pertaining to the citizen’s
right of self-defense will be
presented by the Chatuge Gun
Club, Inc., of Hiawassee, GA.
The course will be conducted
on Saturday and Sunday, 3 &
4 October 2015.

The course is a basic
handgun course enhanced by
emphasis on self-defense and
the law, so it is suitable for
experienced, as well as, novice
shooters. Ignorance and care-
lessness are the two leading
causes of firearm accidents. Our
aim is to eliminate both of them!
Safe gun handling and stor-
age techniques are paramount
and are presented as a priority
throughout the course.

Attendees will receive a
copy of the NRA text “BASIC
PISTOL” as well as handouts
including information pertain-
ing to basic rules of firearms
safety. Other topics visited
include selection of a firearm,
the anatomy of a handgun and
its ammunition, loading and
unloading of firearms, cleaning
and maintenance of firearms.
We also explore methods and
techniques that may be used
to prevent home invasion or
other occurrences which might
evolve into a life-threatening
situation requiring the use of
deadly force. Video presenta-
tions will be utilized including
“Firearm Cleaning And Main-
tenance” and “The Principles
Of Home Defense.”

The 8-hour classroom
portion of the course will be
conducted by NRA Certified
Instructors, and will be held
on Saturday beginning at 8:30
a.m. Lunch will be included
this day. In addition to the
NRA course, questions and
information pertaining to the
legal, ownership, possession,
transportation, and the use of
firearms and deadly force will
be fielded by the Sheriff’s office
of Towns County, GA.

Supervised live firing
will be conducted throughout
the day on the following Sun-
day at the Chatuge Gun Club’s

firing range. The single thing
that makes this class unique
is the fact that we are able to
provide one-on-one coaching
on the firing line. Having at-
tended other courses over the
years, although their content
is generally excellent, they are
not able to provide the intensive
firing line assistance. For safety
and a more complete learning
experience, the one-on-one
experience is essential. This
is made possible by members
of the Chatuge Gun Club who
are NRA Certified Instructors
and willing to donate their time
and expertise to afford a safe,
entertaining, and rewarding
experience.

Participants should pro-
vide a suitable handgun and
100 rounds of appropriate am-
munition. A “suitable handgun”
is defined as one capable of
firing a minimum of five shots
without reloading; it should
also be capable of being fired
without manual re-cocking.
Single action revolvers are al-
lowed but not recommended.

High performance or
magnum loads are not neces-

sary nor are they desirable. A
target load is adequate.

A certificate of atten-
dance is awarded at the comple-
tion of the course.

The course is a “must”
for anyone who has a handgun
for personal protection.

The minimum age for
participation is 16; those under
18 must be accompanied by a
parent or guardian.

A nominal fee of $35 will
be charged to cover the cost
of classroom materials, texts,
snacks, lunch, targets, etc. (Yes,
it says lunch) The instructors,
coaches, instructional and law
enforcement personnel contrib-
uting to this course are strictly
volunteers donating their time
and efforts as a public service
to educate and possibly quell
some of the negative images
being given to firearms by the
media for whatever reason. Pre-
registration is required to a class
capacity of 30. For information
