tion law covers all 4 percent 
of state sales tax and 2 percent 
of county taxes. It does not ex-
empt the school sales tax. 
 Eligible companies uti-
lize this sales tax exemption 
instead of sending a check 
to the power company or gas 
company for the 7 percent of 
sales tax. They will only send 
in a check of 2 percent sales 
tax.
 “Some have asked how 
much revenue would the coun-
ty lose. The answer and the 
problem with the law is that 
we have absolutely no idea,” 
Paris said. “We do not know 
which companies are even eli-
gible for this exemption and if 
so, how much of their power

bill is actually utilized for the 
actual manufacturing process. 
 “The county could lose 
$500 or $50,000, but without 
adopting this tax, we have 
no idea how it is affecting 
our revenue,” Paris said. “By 
adopting the Energy Excise 
Tax, the county and city will 
be able to determine what the 
loss will be and then have the 
option at some time in the fu-
ture, if we feel we should of-
fer the same tax break. If we 
should offer it, we can simply 
repeal the ordinance. There are 
also regulations that the sales 
tax exemption will be phased 
in over four years."
 Meanwhile, Mayor 
Conley explained the water-
related events that went down 
on Jan. 4th.
 That afternoon, a water 
main break on the west side of 
town, near Cobb Vantress Inc. 
caused reduced water pres-
sure and water loss throughout 
Blairsville and Union County.
 The effects of losing 
more than 125,000 gallons of 

water were discerned as late 
as Saturday, when the Boil 
Water Advisory was lifted. 
 Superintendent of Water 
and Sewer Maintenance Ottis 
Franklin and Council Mem-
ber Rhonda Mahan  pointed 
out that just because a Boil 
Water Advisory was in effect, 
doesn't necessarily mean any-
thing was substandard with 
the water supply.
 “You don't have to boil 
your water, but it was rec-
ommended,” Franklin said. 
 “You can also check 
Channel 2 News or the Mur-
phy radio station to find out 
if an advisory is in effect,” 
Blairsville City Council Mem-
ber Rhonda Mahan said. “But 
it doesn't mean that something 
is wrong with the water.”
 Afterward, a discussion 
with Blairsville Airport Man-
ager John Hamler led to news 
that the airport is less than a 
month away from the expan-
sion process.
 Mayor Conley an-
nounced the news of the soon-

to-be beginning of the expan-
sion process. 
 On Jan. 4th, a pre-con-
struction conference was held 
at the airport regarding the 
North Terminal expansion, 
Mayor Conley said. 
 “We found out that 
it would be approximately 
six weeks before we hear 
back from the Department of 
Transportation Aviation on 
the notice to proceed with the 
work,” Mayor Conley said.
 A bid was accepted from 
Knight's Tree Service to re-
move 15-30 trees at $100 per 
tree from an adjacent property 
to the airport. The trees will be 
cut into firewood and left on 
site for the property owners. 
 “We'll be doing that as 
a courtesy to them,” Mayor 
Conley said. “We've gotten 
the court order to remove the 
trees and clear the airspace 
for the (instrument) approach 
area to the airport. Of course, 
we can't proceed until we get 
the letter from the DOT.”

 The family quickly 
called 911 to report the fire 
around 12:14 p.m. on Jan. 
6th, Union County fire reports 
show.
 “It was 50 percent in-
volved when we got there,” 
Capt. Jones said. “Flames 
were already showing through 
the roof. We helped the family 
save what we could save. We 
got some clothing out. I'm not 
sure what else.”
 Union County firefight-
ers were out in force to fight the 
blaze. Nine units arrived, with 
22 county emergency person-
nel on the scene, Jones said. 
The cause of the blaze remains 
to be determined.

 The American Red 
Cross provided immediate aid 
to Josh and Camilla Bingham 
and their two small children, 
Capt. Jones said.
 “I know this home was 
a total loss, it's gone,” he said. 
“I'm not sure what steps are 
being taken to help the fam-
ily. I do know the Red Cross 
is involved, and to the best of 
my knowledge, the home is 
insured.
 “I did see something 
on Facebook about clothing 
sizes for the children,” Capt. 
Jones said. “I know there are 
two small children, but I'd be 
afraid to say what sizes they 
were. I just don't know for 

sure.”
 According to local 
sources, some churches are 
taking up donations for the 
family in there time of need.
 Also, clothing is a ne-
cessity for the family.
 The Binghams' daugh-
ter, 18-month Mikalin, wears 
a size 4 shoe and size 3 diapers 
(18-24-month old); 5-year-
old Logan  wears a size 5-6 
T-shirt, and  a size 12.5 boys 
shoe.
 There mother wears a 
size 7-8 medium  shirt, with 
size 7.5 shoes. There father 
wears shirts size XL, and 
pants size 38 waist and 32 
length and a size 12 shoe.
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 “In the situation of a 
heart attack, they can diagnose 
it and start intervention and 
begin intervention well be-
fore the ambulance can get to 
Suches,” Rogers said. “We're 
getting advanced cardiac life 
support in Suches now a lot 
quicker.”
 Rogers added that the 
current, best practice is, the 
patient would go directly to a 
cath lab for a surgical interven-
tion to stop the heart attack. 
 “That's pretty standard 
now.,” Rogers said. “Now we 
can find that out, get a helicop-
ter, fly them out to Northeast 
Georgia Medical Center in 
Gainesville or even to a hospi-
tal in Atlanta and the faster the 

patient gets to the cath table to 
get the intervention.”
 Rogers noted that not 
all chest pains are heart at-
tacks, but the updated tech-
nology will be able to make 
that determination on sight by 
transmitting EKG reading via 
cell phone towers. 
 “If it's a STEMI, which 
would be the type of heart at-
tack that needs immediate in-
tervention, they will know that 
now 20-30 minutes sooner,” 
Rogers said. “We can have a 
helicopter on the way, and we 
can notify the receiving facil-
ity so the cath team knows 
what to do. The patients can 
bypass the ER, go directly to 
the cath lab. The main thing 

is, time saves heart muscle.”
 Rogers encourages ev-
eryone to call 911 as soon as 
they begin having chest pains, 
as every second counts when 
it comes to a life or death mat-
ter.
 “The sooner you call 
911, the sooner we can get to 
you, and the sooner we can get 
you to the cath lab,” Rogers 
said. “Thirty minutes makes a 
huge difference and that's 30 
minutes less that the patient is 
having a heart attack.”
 Saving lives means sav-
ing minutes, and thanks to 
Union General Hospital, sav-
ing lives in Suches just got a 
little quicker.
 Seconds do matter.
