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no reason to give it up. I love
it. We have a lot of fun going
from place to place, and actu-
ally, I'm working more now
than I was 15 years ago.”

Staying true to his
roots, Watson is a member of
a select few Country Music
legends still performing tra-
ditional Country Music today
—Johnny Lee, who is 69, John
Conlee, 69, T.G. Sheppard,
71,not to mention Merle Hag-
gard at 78 and Willie Nelson
at 82.

“We recently worked
with Johnny Lee — there’s not
too many of us, but we try to
hang together,” said Watson.

Looking back on his
more than 50 years in the
music industry, Watson still

remembers what it felt like
hearing his first single come
on the radio.

“It was different, I'll
say that — something I never
figured I'd ever hear, because
singing 1is something I’'ve
been doing all my life any-
way,” said Watson. “I never
figured I’d make a career of it.
It just happened that way. I tell
everybody that my career was
kind of an accident.

“The first record I had
recorded, we recorded it just
to get local bookings around
here and there at differ-
ent clubs and stuff like that,
which it served the purpose
of that. To me, it didn’t stop
there — I kept performing and
kept singing and everything,
and a couple of guys heard
me and wanted to take me to
Nashville.”

After recording a few
songs on independent labels,
Watson came across a song

called “Bad Water,” which
was the first song he ever re-
corded that made it onto the
national charts.

“That got Capitol Re-
cords’ attention, and then
when we came to Love in the
Hot Afternoon, they signed
me to a long-term recording
contract in 1975,” said Wat-
son.

That album officially
launched Watson’s national
stardom, and he continued his
ever successful career with
many more records and hits
to follow.

Through it all, howev-
er, Watson has maintained a
humble heart and a servant’s
disposition in aiming to please
his fans, those who have been
loyal to him over his many
years entertaining the masses.

“I appreciate all the
accolades and everything —
I’'m not really sure that I'm
deserving of a lot of it, the

Singer’s Singer and legend,
I’m not sure about that,” said
Watson. “I take that with a
grain of salt, too, because I
think when you start believing
what other people start saying
on the radio or print, you start
losing something.

“Me — I am who I am.
I’'m a realist. I look at things
straight on. I’'m a people per-
son, and I try to satisfy my
fans, I try to keep them happy.
I try to record the kind of mu-
sic that they like and that they
want me to record. After that,
it’s up to them. Of course,
we don’t get played on regu-
lar FM radio anymore, so if
it wasn’t for the track record
that T established throughout
the years, I'd be dead in the
water.”

The probable cause by
Towns County to stop Lowe
came from a surveillance
camera at a storage unit in
Union County, following
what is believed to be one
of 36 break-ins by the same
individual — Lowe.

Deputies  recovered
a large amount of property
believed to have been sto-
len from several surround-
ing counties. Towns Coun-
ty Sheriff’s investigators,
working with investigators
from Union County Sher-
iff’s Office, as well as Hia-
wassee Police Department,
attempted to identify the re-
covered property.

In  Union County,
Lowe is charged with one
count burglary, with more
charges expected, Union
County Sheriff’s Detective
Lt. Daren Osborn said.

“We’ve had several
burglaries starting in August
of storage units — four dif-
ferent separate storage unit
facilities here in the county,”
Lt. Osborn said. “We started
putting pieces together, and
actually got some security
video from one of the stor-
age units and were able to
piece together and identify
him as a suspect from the
security video.

“Once we did that,
we got a description of the
vehicle and of him, naming
him as a person of interest,
basically, and we gave a
lookout to the surrounding
counties,” Lt. Osborn said.

“On Sept. 25, an Ap-
palachian Drug Task Force
agent called me and said that
they had stopped (Lowe)
there in Towns County, and
said that he had some items
in his possession that were
probably stolen over here
in Union County. So, I trav-
eled to Towns County, and
we did find some items that
were taken out of a stor-
age unit over here that had
been reported stolen. We
questioned him there at the
scene, and he did admit
that he burglarized the unit
here in Union County. He
is going to be facing mul-
tiple charges here in Union
County of burglary in the
second degree.

“He confessed to bur-
glarizing one storage unit
that he had possession of the
property that was with him
when he was caught. He did
confess to that one.

“But the MO of the
other storage units were all
the same as this one. And
we found some other prop-
erty that had been pawned
in different jewelry stores
that had been stolen in the
same time frame.”

In Hiawassee, Police
Chief Jimmy Wright said
that his department secured
two arrest warrants for
Lowe.

Also Lowe’s posses-
sion, a list of storage units
in Northeast Georgia and
the surrounding states, and
the addresses of these stor-
age units.

“We’ve got to follow
up on that also,” Lt. Osborn
said.

Lowe also had a pro-
bation warrant for his arrest
in Gilmer County, Lt. Os-
born said.
