translates lower loan risk rate 
category designation. Union-
gatax.com website also pro-
claims collected property taxes 
are used: To support adminis-
tration of county government 
and the public school system: 
To build and repair public 
buildings and bridges; To pay 
expenses of courts, county jail 
and law enforcement; To build 
and maintain county roads; To 
provide for fire protection; To 
provide for public health and 
sanitation.

Government financing 
of affordable housing apart-
ment community improve-
ment is not a legitimate use 
of tax revenue. If government 
officials can appropriate tax 
revenue for affordable hous-
ing apartment community im-
provement, other unauthorized 
uses can be legislated. I oppose 
pledging real estate taxation 
value base as collateral for 
any municipal revenue bond 
program to finance affordable 
housing apartment community 
improvement. Corporations 
and partnerships should secure 
conventional financing terms 
and conditions.

The SPLOST law is 
designed to take these factors 
into account.  

It is obvious that esti-
mates of revenue can vary and 
the cost of individual projects 
can vary widely.  

We can make educated 
estimates on all of it, but who 
could have guessed the sever-
ity of the fall of the economy 
back in late 2008 and the se-
vere financial impact it would 
have on the entire world, much 
less Union County.
