Q.  Can I use fireworks 
in Meeks Park?

A.  NO.  The ordinance 
prohibits the use of fireworks 
on any Union County Govern-
ment Property unless a special 
use permit has been issued.  
Fireworks also cannot be sold 
or possessed on any Union 
County Government Property.  
The main reason for this is to 
protect other’s safety and to 
also protect the park from fire 
or damage done by untrained 
users of fireworks.  

Q.  What if I want to 
sell fireworks from a tempo-
rary stand around the 4th of 
July?

A.  Temporary fireworks 
stands must obtain a temporary 
license from the County, and 
they are only issued through 
a licensed distributor/retailer.  
The proceeds from any tem-
porary stand must benefit a 
non-profit group and the mem-
bers of the non-profit must 
participate in the stand opera-
tion.  Also, the Sheriff’s Dept, 
the Building and Development 
Dept, and the Fire Dept have to 

approve the location for safety 
and adherence to Georgia Law.  
Keep in mind the County can-
not issue any Temporary Stand 
permits until January 1, 2016 in 
accordance with state law.  

Q. Is the sale of fire-
works going to be a safety 
concern for our community?

A.    We certainly hope 
not.  However, Tennessee has 
been selling fireworks for 
many years and their citizens 
know and understand the law 
and have also had years to fig-
ure out what is safe and what 
not.  I do have a concern that 
easier access to fireworks will 
inevitably cause some injuries 
with those who have a tenden-
cy to be careless or simply not 
understand the different power 
of the many types of fireworks.  
Our main concern is for your 
safety and that of your family 
and friends, and the consider-
ation of the impact improper 
shooting of fireworks can have 
on livestock.   We also have to 
be aware that common sense 
should play a key role in your 
decisions of when and where to 
shoot fireworks.
