the stairs leading to the base-
ment.”

Initially, Robert Taylor 
was arrested and held on giv-
ing false statements to officers. 
Those charges now include 
murder and tampering with 
evidence, Hammond said.

After authorities re-
ceived the autopsy report for 
Fran Taylor from state medi-
cal examiners, Robert Taylor 
was charged with murder and

space for activities, Commis-
sioner Paris said.

“We've had a great Se-
nior Center for many years,” 
he said. “Ruth Murrell was 
over that program for many 
years and did a great job. We're 
very fortunate to have Kathy 
Hill in that position now to 
carry on that tradition.”

The Senior Center pro-
gram is growing, and Seniors 
are taking notice, Hill said. 

“The lack of space made 
it tough, we only had one ac-
tivities room. We do our Meals 
on Wheels here, our exercise 
program here and many of 
the other programs that we 
do were done in cramped, 

crowded conditions.”
The money paid for an 

activities room to alleviate 
the crowded conditions at the 
center, a meetings/functions 
room also was included. There 
was enough money left over to 
expand the kitchen area, which 
is the heart of the county’s 
Meals on Wheels program.

“He’s charged with mur-
der, tampering with evidence 
and false statements,” Ham-
mond said.
