Representatives for
Chick-fil-A submitted a sign
permit application that was ap-

proved at the regular meeting
of the Blairsville City Council
on Tuesday, Sept. 2.

According to the Union
County Building and Devel-
opment Department, Chick-
fil-A has submitted three site
plans so far. The most recent
submission dates to July 22,
2014.

The July 2014 plan il-
lustrates a 4,528-square-foot
building, with seating for 96

patrons within the restaurant,
and outdoor seating to ac-
commodate 15. Parking is
proposed to have 49 regular
spaces to 3 handicap spaces,
totaling 52 parking spots.

Chick-fil-A bought the
1.02-acre lot from W. C. Nel-
son of Nelson Tractor Com-
pany, who also owns the piece
of land between the proposed
site of Chick-fil-A and Plott
Street.
